I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On February 9, 2021, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) filed an Application to extend its Pipeline System Integrity Adjustment (PSIA), a volumetric rider applied to customers of the Company’s gas division, through 2024. 

2. Through Decision No. C21-0271-I, issued May 4, 2021, the Commission set the matter for hearing en banc, scheduled a prehearing conference to be held on May 12, 2021, and required the Company to file Supplemental Direct Testimony in response to seven prompts for elaboration on the PSIA Application.  Additionally, Public Service was required to confer with the parties and file a proposed procedural schedule.

3. On May 7, 2021, the parties filed their proposed procedural schedule.  By Decision No. C21-0229-I, issued May 17, 2021, the Commission adopted the proposed procedural schedule, including scheduling a three-day hearing requested for September 13 through 15, 2021, and adopting the proposed procedural schedule’s date of a Commission decision on or around November 1, 2021.

4. Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., when an application is filed and accompanied by supporting testimony, together with exhibits, the Commission shall issue its decision on the application no later than 120 days after the application is deemed complete.  However, if the Commission finds additional time is required, pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., it may, by separate order, extend the time for decision by an additional period not to exceed 130 days.

5. Through this Decision, for clarity, and in order to accommodate the parties’ proposed schedule that the Commission adopted through Decision No. C21-0229-I, we find that the additional time permitted by § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., is required in this proceeding.  We therefore extend the decision deadline by the 130 days allowed by the statute, to December 12, 2021. However, as stated above, the Commission has agreed to issue a decision on or around November 1, 2021.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The deadline for Commission decision in the instant proceeding is extended by 130 days, as permitted by § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S.

2. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
