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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. On June 22, 2021, Strengthening Lives, LLC (Strengthening Lives), filed this Application for Emergency Temporary Authority to Operate as a Contract Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  Because the Application is seeking Public Utilities Commission (Commission or PUC) authority for a service the PUC does not regulate, we dismiss the application. 

B. Findings and Conclusion

2. In its Application, Strengthening Lives states that it is requesting authority to provide transportation on behalf of the 17th Judicial District’s Probation Department.  In particular, the company would be providing transportation to juvenile offenders.  However, the Commission does not regulate this type of service.

3. Transportation undertaken by political subdivisions of the state (even through contractual arrangements like the one proposed by Strengthening Lives) is exempted from 
PUC regulation.  See § 40-10.1-105(j), C.R.S.  Judicial Districts (and their departments) are political subdivisions of the state.  See Davidson v. Sandstrom, 83 P.3d 648, 656 (Colo. 2004).  So, we do not regulate this service and cannot grant any authority for this type of service.
4.  Because we do not regulate the service that Strengthening Lives seeks to provide (however worthy), we must dismiss this Application.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Application for Emergency Temporary Authority to Operate as a Contract Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire filed by Strengthening Lives, LLC on June 22, 2021 is dismissed.
