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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for Waiver/Variance of Regulated Intrastate Carrier Rules filed on June 8, 2021 by Neighbor to Neighbor Volunteers, doing business as The Chaffee Shuttle (Petitioner).

2. Petitioner requests a waiver of Rule 6117(d) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6. This rule provides, “A Motor Carrier operating any Motor Vehicle shall cause the vehicle to have the periodic safety inspection, as set forth in rules 6103 and 6104, to be completed semi-annually for vehicles that are over eight model years old and/or have more than 150,000 miles. After a Motor Vehicle reaches 225,000 miles, regardless of the age of the vehicle, the inspections set forth in rules 6103 and 6104 must occur every three months.”
3. Petitioner requests a waiver for Petitioner’s 2013 Dodge Grand Caravan, 
VIN No. 2C4RDGBG6DR617526. Petitioner requests a waiver for the period of June 15, 2021 through June 15, 2022.

4. The Commission noticed this petition to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on June 21, 2021. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this Proceeding has been filed.  This Proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

5. In accordance with Rule 1003 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, the Commission may grant a request to waive Commission rules for good cause shown. In rendering its decision, the Commission may take into account, but is not limited to, considerations of hardship, equity, or more effective implementation of overall policy on an individual basis.

6. In support of its request for rule waiver, the Petitioner states:
Our 2013 Dodge Grand Caravan is in great shape but we rarely use it because of a malfunctioning lift.  It has over 196,000 miles on it and we don't need to have it re-inspected every 3 months.

7. For the underlying vehicle, Petitioner submitted photographs, mileage, periodic inspection(s), financial hardship and safety equipment information, and proof of ownership.

8. Considering Petitioner is operating under a Medicaid Client Transport (MCT) permit, the petition is moot. As a result of statutory changes incorporated by House Bill 21-1206, administratively signed by the Governor on June 27, 2021, MCT carriers are no longer regulated by the Public Utilities Commission. The Colorado Department of Health Care Policy & Financing is now solely responsible for the regulation and oversight of this form of transportation.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition of Neighbor to Neighbor Volunteers, doing business as The Chaffee Shuttle for a waiver of Rule 6117(d) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6, is dismissed as moot, consistent with statutory changes present in House Bill 21-1206.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
