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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On July 21, 2021, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed its Motion for Approval of Alternative Form of Notice (Motion).  The next day, the Company filed an amended advice letter and Motion.
  By Advice Letter No. 1859-Electric, filed (as amended) on July 22, 2021, the Company seeks to revise the Residential Time-of-Use (RE-TOU) Service tariffs in its Colorado P.U.C. No. 8 – Electric Tariff with an effective date of August 23, 2021. 
2. In particular, Public Service seeks to adjust the timing for customer transition from Schedule R to Schedule RE-TOU in October 2022, 2023, and 2024, after receipt of the customer’s new advanced meter, so that affected customers will not receive split summer/winter RE-TOU bills when they are first placed on the RE-TOU rate.
3. Public Service moves pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(E), C.R.S., to provide alternative forms of notice for the revisions to its tariff. In addition to posting the legal notice on its website as mandated by § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I), C.R.S., Public Service is seeking Commission approval to use the following alternative forms of notice:

· Posting a copy of the advice letter and tariff on the Company’s website; and
· Emailing the parties to the RE-TOU proceeding a link to the RE-TOU October Transition Filing contained in the Commission’s e-filing system.

4. The Company indicates that it conferred with all parties to Proceeding 
No. 19AL-0687E (the RE-TOU proceeding) and that all parties found the proposed changes to the October transition timing acceptable.
5. Public Service maintains good cause exists for the Commission to approve the alternative forms of notice. The Company represents that the alternative forms of notice listed above will provide direct notice to all parties who participated in the most recent case involving the RE-TOU rates (the RE-TOU proceeding).  And, because the proposed changes in the October transition timing do not impact customer bills or the Company’s annual electric revenue, the Company asserts that positing the notice on the Company’s website will provide the general public with the necessary information about the proposed revisions.  The Company concludes that the proposed alternative notice is sufficient to alert the public and interested parties of the changes that the Company is proposing by its Advice Letter in a timely fashion, and in a manner that is less costly than the approaches outlined in the statute. 

6. Pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(E), C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1207(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, a utility may request to provide an alternative form of notice of proposed tariff changes.  We find that the alternative forms of notice Public Service proposes in its Motion will provide sufficient notice to interested parties and the public and will do so efficiently, particularly important here as the changes do not result in bill impacts to customers.  Accordingly, we will grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Approval of Alternative Form of Notice filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on July 21, 2021, and amended on July 22, 2021, is granted.

2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
