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I. STATEMENT, BACKGROUND, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS
A. Background

1. Only the procedural history necessary to understand this Decision is included. This matter concerns the above-captioned Petition that ALC Schools, LLC (ALC) filed on 
March 2, 2021, and the Commission accepted on March 24, 2021. Decision No. C21-0180-I issued March 24, 2021. The Commission referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition. Id.
2. The parties to this proceeding include ALC and HopSkipDrive, Inc. (HopSkipDrive). See Decision No. R21-0264-I issued May 4, 2021. 

3. After holding a duly noticed prehearing conference on May 19, 2021 at which all parties appeared, the ALJ scheduled an evidentiary hearing and established procedural deadlines, to which all parties agreed. Decision No. R21-0306-I issued May 20, 2021. 

4. Decision No. R21-0306-I requires ALC and HopSkipDrive to file and serve 
pre-marked hearing exhibits, hearing exhibit lists, and witness lists by June 1st and 8th, respectively. 

5. On June 1, 2021, ALC filed an “Unopposed Motion to Extend Witness and Exhibit List Deadlines” (Motion). 
B.
Findings and Conclusions
6. The Motion states that it is unopposed. Motion at 1. The Motion seeks to extend ALC’s deadline to file and serve exhibit and witness lists from June 1st to June 3rd, and to extend HopSkipDrive’s deadline to make the same filings from June 8th to June 10th. Id. As grounds, ALC states that it requires additional time to finalize its witness and exhibit lists. Id.
7. As an initial matter, the ALJ finds that because the Motion is unopposed, good cause exists to waive the response time to it as permitted per Rule 1400(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1. As such, the response time to the Motion is waived. 

8. ALC correctly notes the referenced deadlines, but does not mention all the deadlines set for June 1st and June 8th. Specifically, the Motion does not raise the deadlines to file exhibits, which is the same deadline to for each party to file exhibit and witness lists.  See Id.; Decision No. R21-0306-I. Instead, the Motion focuses on the deadlines to file exhibit lists and witness lists. Motion at 1. Given that ALC states that it requires additional time to finalize its exhibit lists, it seems likely that ALC also wishes to seek to extend the deadlines to file and serve the exhibits themselves. Moreover, while the June 1st deadline to file exhibits has passed, ALC has not filed any exhibits. For these reasons, the ALJ will construe the Motion as seeking to extend the deadline to file exhibits, in addition to seeking to extend the deadlines to file exhibit and witness lists. 
9. The ALJ finds that ALC has shown good cause to extend the referenced deadlines. For this reason, and because the Motion is unopposed, the ALJ grants the Motion. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. ALC Schools, LLC’s Unopposed Motion to Extend Witness and Exhibit List Deadlines filed on June 1, 2021, is granted. 

2. Consistent with the above discussion, ALC Schools, LLC must file and serve 
pre-marked hearing exhibits, hearing exhibit lists, and witness lists by June 3, 2021. HopSkipDrive, Inc. must file and serve pre-marked hearing exhibits, hearing exhibit lists, and witness lists by June 10, 2021. The parties are not required to pre-file and serve hearing exhibits which will be used solely for impeachment, to refresh recollection, or for rebuttal. Any party may use any other party’s hearing exhibits during the course of the hearing and need not file them separately. Witness lists must include a brief description of the witnesses’ anticipated testimony and the witnesses’ contact information. Exhibit lists must identify the hearing exhibit number, the title of each hearing exhibit (i.e., substantive title of the document), and provide a brief description of each hearing exhibit the party intends to offer into evidence during the evidentiary hearing. 

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
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
