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I. STATEMENT, BACKGROUND, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS
A. Background

1. Only the procedural history necessary to understand this Decision is included. Wild Side 4 x 4, LLC (Wild Side) commenced this proceeding on November 23, 2020 by filing the above-captioned Petition for Declaratory Order (Petition) per Rule 1304(i) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1. 
2. Since then, the Commission accepted the Petition, issued public notice 
of the Petition, stayed enforcement action against Wild Side, and referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition. Decision No. C20-0925-I adopted 
December 23, 2020.  
3. The ALJ established procedural deadlines and scheduled an evidentiary hearing to take place on September 23, and 24, 2021. Decision No. R21-0303-I issued May 19, 2021. As relevant here, the deadline to file dispositive motions is June 24, 2021, with responses due 
21 days later, and replies due 14 days after that.  Id. 
4. On June 10, 2021, Colorado Public Utilities Commission Staff (Staff) filed an “Unopposed Motion for Enlargement of Time to File Dispositive Motions Pursuant to Commission Rule 1400 and C.R.C.P. (6)(b)” (Motion). 

B. Findings and Conclusions. 
5. The Motion seeks to extend the deadline to file dispositive motions from June 24, 2021 to June 30, 2021. Motion at 2. As grounds, the Motion states that additional time is necessary to accommodate an extension that Staff granted for Wild Side to respond to discovery requests. Id. As additional grounds, Staff explains that additional time is necessary because counsel is scheduled for a hearing from June 22 to 25, 2021, which interferes with Staff’s ability to meet the current deadline. Id. The Motion states that it is unopposed. Id. at 1. 

6. As an initial matter, the ALJ finds that because the Motion is unopposed, good cause exists to waive the response time to it as permitted per Rule 1400(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1. As such, the response time to the Motion is waived. 

7. For the reasons that Staff provides in the Motion, the ALJ finds that Staff has shown good cause to extend the referenced deadline. In addition, given that the hearing is scheduled for September, the ALJ finds that a short extension of time does not prejudice any party, or interfere with the ALJ’s ability to decide dispositive motions prior to the evidentiary hearing. For these reasons, and because the Motion is unopposed, the ALJ grants the Motion. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Colorado Public Utilities Commission Staff’s “Unopposed Motion for Enlargement of Time to File Dispositive Motions Pursuant to Commission Rule 1400 and C.R.C.P. (6)(b)” filed on June 10, 2021 is granted.  The deadline to file dispositive motions is June 30, 2021. Responses to dispositive motions are due 21 days after the dispositive motion is served. The parties are permitted, but not required, to file replies to dispositive motions. Such replies are due 14 days after the response to a dispositive motion is served. 

2. This Decision does not modify any other existing deadlines.
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
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
