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I. STATEMENT, BACKGROUND, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS
A. Background

1. Only the procedural history necessary to understand this Decision is included. ALC Schools, LLC (ALC) commenced this proceeding on March 2, 2021, by filing the 
above-captioned Petition for Declaratory Order (Petition). Since then, the Commission accepted the Petition, issued public notice of the Petition, and referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition. Decision No. C21-0180-I issued March 24, 2021.

2. This matter is scheduled for an evidentiary hearing on June 22, 2021. Decision No. R21-0306-I issued May 20, 2021. 

3. On June 10, 2021, intervener, HopSkipDrive, Inc. (HopSkipDrive), filed a 
“. . . Motion in Limine to Strike Three Witnesses from ALC Schools, LLC’s Witness List, and Request for Shortened Response Time” (Motion to Strike). Among other matters, the Motion to Strike seeks an order shortening the response time to it to June 16, 2021. Motion to Strike at 9. 
B. Findings and Conclusions. 
4. As grounds for a shortened response time, HopSkipDrive submits that the parties wish to have a ruling on the Motion to Strike before the June 22, 2021 evidentiary hearing. The Motion to Strike states that counsel for ALC agreed that it could file a response by close of business on Wednesday, June 16, 2021.  The ALJ finds that under the circumstances, a shortened response time is necessary so that the ALJ can rule on the Motion to Strike before the evidentiary hearing, and to allow parties to prepare accordingly. As permitted by Rule 1400(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, the ALJ will shorten the response time to the close of business on June 17, 2021, which the ALJ finds is a more appropriate deadline than the suggested deadline of June 16. Nonetheless, the ALJ encourages ALC to file its response as soon as it is able, but does not require ALC to do so before the close of business on June 17, 2021. 

5. The ALJ anticipates issuing a written decision as soon as possible after a response is filed, and may reach out to counsel informally should she anticipate any delay in issuing a decision. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Responses to HopSkipDrive, Inc’s Motion in Limine to Strike Three Witnesses from ALC Schools, LLC’s Witness List, and Request for Shortened Response Time filed on 
June 10, 2021, are due by the close of business on June 17, 2021.  
2. This Decision is effective immediately.
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
