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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. House Bill 21-1269, signed into law on June 21, 2021 and codified in § 40-4-120, C.R.S., directs the Public Utilities Commission (Commission) to open an investigatory proceeding on or before January 15, 2022 to consider the regulatory implications and legal impacts of possible future legislation that would allow cities and counties to acquire alternative wholesale electric supply on behalf of their residents, businesses, and local government facilities, in lieu of being provided electric supply from the incumbent investor-owned electric utilities, and to report its recommendations to the General Assembly on or before December 15, 2022.

2. The Commission opened this investigatory proceeding on January 13, 2022, pursuant to Decision No. C22-0032. Since the opening of the proceeding, the Commission has received initial comments and responsive comments from interested stakeholders which address the questions directed to the Commission from the General Assembly and the additional questions posed by the Commission in Decision No. C22-0032. The Commission has also contracted with the Great Plains Institute to carry out the investigation.

3. Pursuant to Decision No. C22-0266-I, the Commission held a Commissioners’ Information Meeting in this proceeding on June 13, 2022.

II. DISCUSSION

4. Pursuant to § 40-4-120(3)(a), C.R.S., the Commission “shall employ procedures that promote a productive, effective, and evidence-based process, including one or more commissioners’ informational meetings with presentations by subject-matter experts.” Further, pursuant to Decision No. C22-0032, the Commission “will likely schedule one or more Commissioner Information Meetings or workshops by future Decision to further consider the regulatory implications and legal impacts of possible future legislation that would allow cities and counties to acquire alternative wholesale electric supply on behalf of their residents, businesses, and local government facilities.”

5. As part of this investigation, the Commission will hold a public comment hearing to receive information and feedback from the general public on community choice aggregation. Any relevant information from this public comment hearing will be summarized in the Commission’s final report to the General Assembly.

6. Accordingly, by this Decision, the Commission is scheduling a public comment hearing for Tuesday, October 18, 2022, from 4 p.m. to 6 p.m. MST.
