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I. STATEMENT
A. Background

1. On October 15, 2021, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service 
or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 1867-Electric to implement changes to its 
P.U.C. No. 8 – Electric tariff, tariff pages, and pre-filed testimony.  The proposed effective date of the changes filed with Advice Letter No. 1867-Electric was November 14, 2021.
2. On October 22, 2021, Public Service filed an Amended Advice Letter 
No. 1867- Electric in order to revise the effective date of the tariff sheets from November 14, 2021 to November 15, 2021. The Company states that it miscalculated the effective date of the tariffs and provides an Amended Advice Letter No. 1867 to make the appropriate change. 

3. On October 28, 2021, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a protest letter taking exception to Advice Letter No. 1867-Electric. Staff requested the Commission to suspend the tariff sheets and set the matter for hearing.
4. In Decision No. C21-0695 that issued on November 4, 2021, the Commission set the tariff pages for hearing pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., which suspended their effective date through March 15, 2022, and referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition. The proceeding was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.  The Commission also set December 2, 2021 as the deadline to intervene in this proceeding.
5. The following entities filed Notices of Intervention as of Right: Trial Staff of the Commission on November 5, 2021; the Colorado Office of the Utility Consumer Advocate on November 8, 2021; and the Colorado Energy Office (CEO) on November 30, 2021.
6. The following entities filed Motions to Permissively Intervene: ChargePoint, Inc. (ChargePoint) on November 12, 2021; Tesla, Inc. (Tesla) on November 16, 2021; Electrify America, LLC (Electrify America) on December 1, 2021; and Western Resource Advocates (WRA) and EVGo Services, LLC (EVGo) on December 2, 2021.
7. On December 29, 2021, the ALJ issued Decision No. R21-0832-I that granted the Motions to Permissively Intervene, set a remote prehearing conference for January 21, 2022, directed Public Service to confer with intervenors about a procedural schedule and discovery procedures, and directed Public Service to file a report by January 14, 2022 detailing the results of the conferral. 
On January 14, 2022, Public Service filed a Report on an Unopposed Procedural Schedule and Discovery Procedures Pursuant to Decision No. R21-0832-I, Request to Vacate the Prehearing Conference, and Request to Extend the Suspension Period for Tariffs (Report).  In the

Public Service also stated that the parties agreed that Rule 1405 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, will govern discovery in this proceeding, except for the following proposed modifications: (a) discovery requests and responses will be served to all Parties electronically; (b) all responses to an individual set of discovery will be provided in a single, combined document following the completion of all responses in the set, with the exception of any supplemental or corrected responses that may be subsequently filed; and (c) all highly confidential and confidential documents and discovery responses (and any requests containing confidential or highly confidential information) will be served only on parties that have executed the appropriate nondisclosure agreements, and all nonconfidential requests and responses will be served on all parties.
 

B. Extension of Time for Commission Decision

9. As noted above, the Commission set the tariff pages for hearing, which suspended the effective date for 120 days from the proposed effective date (November 15, 2021) to 
March 15, 2022.  Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by a separate decision, suspend the effective date of the tariff page(s) for an additional 130 days. Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for a maximum of 250 days.

10. Here, in light of the time available, the schedule proposed by the parties, the time necessary to address other pending matters, and the need for the Commission to have adequate time to deliberate the issues presented in this matter, it is not feasible for a final Commission decision to issue by March 15, 2022.  Accordingly, it is necessary to extend the effective date of the tariff sheets filed with the Advice Letter for an additional 130 days pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S. 
C. Pre- and Post-Hearing Schedule

11. The Consensus Schedule of the parties is acceptable and will be adopted.  In addition, the proposed modifications to Rule 1405 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure are acceptable.  

D. Hearing Exhibit Number Block Assignments

12. In order to efficiently organize the numbering and preparation of exhibits for the hearing, all parties must use a unified numbering system for all hearing exhibits.  Blocks of hearing exhibit numbers are assigned as follows:

· Public Service is assigned hearing exhibit numbers 100 to 299; 

· Staff is assigned hearing exhibit numbers 300 to 399;

· UCA is assigned hearing exhibit numbers 400 to 499;

· CEO is assigned hearing exhibit numbers 500 to 599;

· ChargePoint is assigned hearing exhibit numbers 600 to 699;

· Tesla is assigned hearing exhibit numbers 700 to 799;
· Electrify America is assigned hearing exhibit numbers 800 to 899;

· EVGo is assigned hearing exhibit numbers 900 to 999; and

· WRA is assigned hearing exhibit numbers 1000 to 1199.

E. Remote Hearing 

13. The evidentiary hearing will be held remotely, which means that the participants will appear from remote locations.  The participants may not appear at the hearing in-person.  The remote evidentiary hearing will be held using the web-hosted service, Zoom. This Decision and Attachments A and B provide critical information and instructions to facilitate holding the hearing by video-conference, which all parties must follow.

14. To minimize the potential that the video-conference hearing may be disrupted by non-participants, the link, meeting ID code, and passcode to attend the hearing will be provided to the participants by email before the hearing, and the participants will be prohibited from distributing that information to anyone not participating in the hearing.

15. Attachment A to this Decision provides the information addressing how to use the Zoom platform for participating in the remote public comment hearing (see below) and the remote hearing.  Attachment B outlines procedures and requirements for marking and formatting exhibits to facilitate the efficient and smooth electronic evidence presentations at the remote hearing. It is extremely important that the parties carefully review and follow all requirements in this Decision and Attachments A and B.
F. Remote Public Comment Hearing

16. A public comment hearing will be held using the web-hosted video-conferencing service, Zoom.  As noted above, information and requirements to participate in the Zoom remote public comments hearing by video-conference are included in Attachment A to this Decision.  For those who wish to provide oral comments during the hearing, video-conference participation is preferred and encouraged because it allows for the hearing to be held in a manner most similar to in-person hearings. Nevertheless, interested persons will also have the option to participate by telephone.  The link, meeting ID code, passcode, and call-in information to participate in the hearing is provided in the ordering paragraphs below and will be available on the Commission’s public calendar at least one week prior to the public comment hearing. 

17. The Public Comment hearing will be held on February 9, 2022 from 4:30 p.m. to 6:30 p.m.  

18. The Commission prefers written comments over oral comments. Interested persons are encouraged to submit written comments through either: (a) the Commission’s Electronic Filing System at https://www.dora.state.co.us/pls/efi/EFI.homepage in this proceeding; or (b) the Commission’s website at https://puc.colorado.gov/ by clicking on the “FILE A COMMENT OR COMPLAINT” link.  Both oral and written comments will be given the same weight in this proceeding.

G. Remote Prehearing Conference 

19. The remote prehearing conference scheduled for January 21, 2022 is vacated.   

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The effective date of the tariff sheets filed with the Advice Letter is extended for an additional 130 days pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S.
2. The pre- and post-hearing schedule detailed above is adopted. 

3. The remote prehearing conference scheduled for January 21, 2022 is vacated.
