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I. STATEMENT

1. On June 15, 2021, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed its Verified Application (Application) requesting that the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) amend its Advanced Grid Initiative and Security (AGIS) Initiative Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) granted in Proceeding 
No. 16A-0588E and as implemented in part in Proceeding No. 18A-0194E.  The Application to amend the AGIS CPCN was filed in compliance with Decision Nos. C21-0250 in Proceeding 
No. 16A-0588E and C21-0251 in Proceeding No. 18A-0194E, issued April 27, 2021.
2. By Decision Nos. R21-0724-I, R21-0773-I, and R21-0799-I, issued November 12, 2021, December 8, 2021, and December 15, 2021, respectively, the procedural schedule governing this proceeding was modified and the hearing was rescheduled to be held on February 15 through 18, 2022. 
3. On February 14, 2022, an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Date and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Unopposed Motion) was filed by Public Service.   The Parties are currently engaging in ongoing settlement negotiations and believe that vacating the first day of hearing, February 15, 2022, would allow for additional time for the Parties to continue settlement discussions.  If the request is granted and the parties prove unsuccessful, they still anticipate adequate time remaining to complete the scheduled hearing.  

4. Public Service has conferred with all other Parties and is authorized to state that no party opposes the request. Therefore, Public Service requests that response time to the Unopposed Motion be waived, pursuant to Rule 1308(c) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1. 
5. The requested relief being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time to the Unopposed Motion be waived.

6. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, the first day of the scheduled hearing, February 15, 2022, will be vacated. The remaining days of hearing, February 16-18, 2022, will remain as scheduled and the hearing will commence on February 16, 2022.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Date and Request for Waiver of Response Time is waived and the request is granted consistent with the discussion above. 

2. The first day of the evidentiary hearing in this matter to be held on February 15, 2022 at 9:00 a.m. is vacated. The remaining days of the evidentiary hearing, February 16-18, 2022 remain as scheduled.  The hearing will commence on February 16, 2022 at 9:00 a.m.
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
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
