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I. STATEMENT
A. Background

1. On August 12, 2022, the Notice of Comprehensive Settlement in Principle and Unopposed Motion to Vacate the Deadlines for Answer and Rebuttal Testimony and Set Deadlines for Settlement Testimony was filed by Trial Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff).  
2. By Decision No. R22-0482-I, an opportunity was provided for Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc. (Dallas Creek) and Staff to reduce their agreement to writing and confer with the remaining parties to determine whether they would join the Settlement.  Deadlines were also established for filing testimony in support of, or in opposition to, the settlement.

3. On September 9, 2022, the Unopposed Notice and Joint Motion to Approve Unanimous Comprehensive Settlement Agreement was filed by Dallas Creek, Staff, and the home, property and estate owners’ associations of Loghill Village, Fisher Canyon South, and Fairway Pines (the Associations) (each a Settling Party and collectively the Settling Parties).  

4. All parties to this proceeding have joined the Settlement Agreement and support its approval.

5. Remaining procedural deadlines will be vacated.

6. The evidentiary hearing scheduled in this matter for October 4, 2022, will be vacated.
7. The Settlement Agreement will be reviewed and ruled upon by a separate decision. Should the undersigned have questions after reviewing the Settlement Agreement and Settlement Testimony, the Administrative Law Judge will either issue a decision with questions to be addressed by the Parties or schedule further hearings. 

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Unopposed Notice and Joint Motion to Approve Unanimous Comprehensive Settlement Agreement filed on September 9, 2022, is waived.
2. The remaining procedural deadlines are vacated.

3. The evidentiary hearing scheduled in this matter for October 4, 2022, is vacated.

4. The Comprehensive Settlement Agreement, once reviewed, will be ruled upon by a separate decision. 

5. This Decision is effective immediately.
