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I. STATEMENT, BACKGROUND, 
 FiNDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS
1. Counsel for Towing Done Right, Mr. Brian DeBauche, filed a Motion to Withdraw (Motion) on November 17, 2022. The Motion fails to comply with Rule 1201(d), of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 because it: fails to list the pending hybrid hearing scheduled in this matter,
 and incorrectly informs Towing Done Right that it may object to counsel’s withdrawal within 15 days whereas Rule 1201(d) requires objections to be filed within 10 days of the date of the notice of withdrawal.
 

2. Based on the above failure to comply with Rule 1201(d), 4 CCR 723-1, the Motion is denied. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Consistent with the above discussion, the Motion to Withdraw filed by Towing Done Right LLC’s counsel on November 17, 2022 is denied.
