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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On May 31, 2018, Saint Vrain Shuttle, LLC (Applicant) filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier of passengers by motor vehicle for hire.  An amendment to the application was filed on June 4, 2018; and, a supplement was filed on June 25, 2018.

2. In the application, Applicant requests temporary authority for 180 days to transport passengers in call-and-demand shuttle and charter service between all points within a 30-mile radius of 303 Main Street, Lyons, Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.  This proposed authority is restricted: 
(a)
to the transportation of passengers between the following named facilities in Lyons, Colorado: Oskar Blues Grill and Brew, Planet Bluegrass, Lionscrest Manor, The Lyons Farmette, River Bend, Festivarie Inn, and Stone Mountain Lodge, on the one hand, and hotels and motels located in Longmont and/or Boulder, Colorado, on the other hand; 
(b)
to the transportation of passengers between the above seven named facilities and hotels and motels in Longmont and/or Boulder, Colorado, within a 30-mile radius of 303 Main Street, Lyons, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand; and 
(c)
to the operation of no more than three (3) vehicles at any one time.

3. The Commission gave notice of the application on June 4, 2018, for a period of five days in accordance with § 40-10.1-204(4), C.R.S.
4.  On June 11, 2018, Estes Valley Transport, Inc. (Intervenor) filed an intervention in opposition to the application.
5. On June 25, 2018, Applicant and Intervenor filed a “Joint Stipulated Motion for Approval of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention” (Motion).

6. In the Motion, Applicant and Intervenor state that they have voluntarily agreed to settle the matter.  Specifically, Intervenor agrees to withdraw its intervention based upon Applicant amending the proposed authority to include the following fourth restriction:  “(d) such that no trips will originate or terminate within a 12-mile radius of the intersection of Highway 34 and Highway 36 in Estes Park, Colorado.” Joint Stiupulated Motion at p. 2.
7. We find that the proposed amendment is restrictive in nature, clear and understandable, and administratively enforceable, and therefore, conclude that good cause exists to grant the Motion.  

8. Consequently, the application is amended to include the fourth restriction stated above; and, the intervention is deemed withdrawn.  This proceeding is now uncontested.  
9. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-204(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion and without hearings or other proceedings, grant temporary authority for common carrier service when “there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no such service capable of meeting the need.”

10. In support of the temporary authority, Applicant states:  
After the flood in 2013 all of the lodging in Lyons was lost and it has not yet been rebuilt. However, all of the wedding venues were rebuilt so that there are now seven wedding venues in the town of Lyons, but very limited lodging options. Saint Vrain will provide transportation from lodging in other towns to the wedding venues in Lyons listed above. At this time, shuttles are available in Estes and Longmont, but not in a manner dedicated to [serving] the wedding venues located in Lyons. … As there are weddings and music festivals scheduled within weeks of the date of this application, there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation service requested in this application.
11. The Commission finds and concludes that the information submitted with this application, as amended, in addition to the lack of opposition by any other common carrier shows that an immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation service exists, and there is no other carrier capable of meeting this need.
12. The Commission also finds that Applicant has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought, and the application for temporary authority is in the public interest.

13. Applicant is advised that the grant of a temporary authority creates no presumption that a permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Stipulated Motion for Approval of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention, filed on June 25, 2018, is granted.
2. Saint Vrain Shuttle, LLC is granted temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for a period of 180 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Decision, with authority as set forth in the Appendix attached to this Decision.

3. Saint Vrain Shuttle, LLC shall operate in accordance with all applicable Colorado laws and Commission rules.

4. Saint Vrain Shuttle, LLC shall not commence operation until it has complied with the requirements of Colorado laws and Commission rules, including without limitation:
(a) 
causing proof of insurance (Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission; 

(b)
paying to the Commission, the motor vehicle fee ($45) for each vehicle 
to be operated under authority granted by the Commission, or in lieu thereof, paid the fee for such vehicle(s) pursuant to the Unified Carrier Registration Agreement; 

(c)
having an effective tariff on file with the Commission [Saint Vrain Shuttle, LLC shall file an advice letter and tariff on not less than one day’s notice. The advice letter and tariff shall be filed as a new Advice Letter proceeding and shall comply with all applicable rules.  In calculating the proposed effective date, the date received at the Commission is not included in the notice period and the entire notice period must expire prior to the effective date.]; 

(d)
submitting an Annual Vehicle Inspection Report for each vehicle to be operated under the authority [the inspection must be done by an inspector who meets the qualification requirements in 49 Code of Federal Regulations § 396.19, the inspection must have been completed within 30 days of the Mailed Date of this Decision, and the inspection must show that the vehicle passed the inspection]; and,
(e)
paying the applicable issuance fee ($5).
5. If Saint Vrain Shuttle, LLC does not comply with the requirements of this Decision within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

6. The Commission will notify Saint Vrain Shuttle, LLC in writing when the Commission’s records demonstrate compliance with Ordering Paragraph No. 4.

7. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

8. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
