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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This Decision addresses a Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) filed on 
July 9, 2018 by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff).  The Motion requests 
the Commission establish September 17, 2018 as the deadline for Staff to file its report 
and recommendations on Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LLP’s (Black Hills or Company) 2015 Renewable Energy Standard (RES) Compliance Report.  The Motion also seeks a waiver of response time. 

2. Consistent with the discussion below, we grant the Motion.

B. Discussion and Findings
3. On June 1, 2018, Black Hills filed its 2017 RES Compliance Report pursuant to Rule 3662 of the Commission’s RES Rules, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-3650, et seq.  
4. On June 4, 2018, the Commission issued a notice of the Company’s filing of its RES Compliance Report and thereby established July 5, 2018 as the deadline for interested persons to submit comments in response to the RES Compliance Report.  No comments were filed.

5. Rule 3663(a)(III) of the Commission’s RES Rules requires Staff to make a recommendation to the Commission within 60 days, or by August 3, 2018, as to whether the QRU
 complied with the RES during the compliance year, whether any changes to the report are needed, and whether a hearing regarding the RES Compliance Report is necessary.  

6. In its Motion, Staff indicates that it is actively engaged in a number of proceedings currently before the Commission. Staff seeks additional time to review the Company’s 2017 RES Compliance Report to ensure that it provides the Commission with the most accurate information and complete recommendations possible regarding the Company’s compliance with the RES. 

7. We find good cause to waive remaining response time, and grant Staff’s Motion for an extension of time to file its report.  Staff shall file its report under Rule 3663(a)(III) no later than September 17, 2018.
II. Order
A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Motion of Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) for an Extension of Time to File Its Report Regarding Black Hills/Company of Colorado Electric Utility’s 2017 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Report filed on July 9, 2018 is granted, and remaining response time is waived.  

2. Staff shall file its report no later than September 17, 2018. 

3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
