I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. Through this Decision we grant the motion filed on July 24, 2018, by Energy Outreach Colorado (EOC), as amended, requesting that we: (1) excuse its witness, 
Mr. William Marcus, from appearing as a witness at the August 1 and 2, 2018 hearing; (2) admit Mr. Marcus’ answer testimony into evidence; and (3) waive response time to the motion.
B. Discussion and Findings
2. On July 24, 2018, EOC filed a motion seeking to excuse Mr. Marcus from appearing as a witness at the hearing scheduled in this proceeding for August 1 and 2, 2018, admit into evidence his answer testimony that was filed on March 28, 2018, and waive response time to the motion. 
3. EOC explains that Mr. Marcus’ testimony has not been the subject of contention, either in rebuttal or cross-answer testimony, and that no party has indicated that it wishes to cross-examine Mr. Marcus at hearing. Finally, EOC states that Mr. Marcus resides out of state and the costs of his attending the hearing are significant to EOC, a non-profit corporation. In the alternative, EOC requests Mr. Marcus be permitted to attend the hearing by telephone. EOC states that it conferred with all parties and is authorized to state that the motion is unopposed.

4. We find that no party has requested to cross-examine Mr. Marcus and further that no Commissioner has questions for Mr. Marcus on cross-examination. Therefore, we grant EOC’s unopposed motion to excuse Mr. Marcus from the evidentiary hearing and waive response time. In granting the motion, Mr. Marcus’ answer testimony, filed March 28, 2018, will be admitted into the evidentiary record. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion filed on July 24, 2018, by Energy Outreach Colorado, and amended that same day, seeking to excuse Mr. William Marcus as a witness from the hearing and admit his answer testimony into evidence, is granted. 

2. Response time to the motion is waived.

3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
