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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On August 16, 2018, Green Ride CO, Inc. doing business as Green Ride Colorado (Green Ride Colorado), record owner of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) No. 55819, filed an application for approval to sell all of the issued shares of capital stock in Green Ride Colorado to Groome Transportation of California, Inc. (Application).
2. The Commission noticed the Application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on August 20, 2018. The 30-day notice period expired on September 19, 2018.
3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested. Therefore, under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. The Application states that Green Ride Colorado has provided shuttle transport service pursuant to Commission authority since 2011. The Application states Green Ride Colorado has authorized only a single class of voting shares of stock, and has issued 203,000 shares of such stock from 1,000,000 shares authorized. As described in the Application, all issued shares will be acquired by Groome Transportation of California, Inc., a wholly owned subsidiary of Groome Transportation of Arizona, LLC, which employs, either directly or through subsidiaries, over 1500 individuals, and conducts various forms of passenger transportation operations in 15 states. Finally, the Application explains that operations will continue as before with the pre-existing local managers, employees, vehicles, office, communications system, trade name, insurance, schedule and tariff as approved by the Commission.
5. Rule 6205(c) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6, identifies the information required in an application to acquire control of a regulated intrastate carrier. Among other requirements, the application must include a statement explaining how the transferee will meet the financial requirements of the transaction, a statement describing the transferee’s qualifications including managerial, operational, and financial fitness, to conduct the proposed operations, and, if the transaction involves an acquisition of stock: a statement of the transferor’s total number of outstanding capital stock shares, by class and the number of shares of each class to be acquired.

6. Based on our review of the Application and the securities purchase agreement (submitted as a confidential document) we find the Application complies with the requirements in Rule 6205(c), 4 CCR 723-6, and that Groome Transportation of California, Inc. has the financial resources and the managerial and operational experience to perform the duties necessary to continue adequate operations under CPCN No. 55819 and that granting the Application is in the public interest. Accordingly, we grant the Application.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That

1. This application filed on August 16, 2018, for approval to sell all of the issued shares of capital stock in Green Ride CO, Inc. doing business as Green Ride Colorado (Green Ride Colorado) to Groome Transportation of California, Inc. (Application) was deemed complete on September 26, 2018, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The Application is granted.

3. The approved sale of capital stock shall not be complete until Green Ride Colorado and Groome Transportation of California, Inc. have filed with the Commission a signed acceptance of stock transfer and have paid the applicable issuance fee of $5.00.

4. If Green Ride Colorado and Groome Transportation of California, Inc. do not comply with the requirements in Paragraph (3) within 60 days of the effective date of this Decision, then the approval of the sale of capital stock is void. For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time if the request is filed within 60 days of the effective date of this Decision.

5. Groome Transportation of California, Inc. shall conduct operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 55819 in accordance with all applicable Colorado laws and Commission rules.

6. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.
7. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
