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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement
1. This Decision denies the Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) to Decision No. C18-0762 filed by the Intermountain Rural Electric Association and the Coalition of Ratepayer (jointly Joint RRR Applicants) on October 1, 2018. 
2. Through Decision No. C18-0761 (Phase II Decision), issued on September 10, 2018, in Proceeding No. 16A-0396E, the Commission approved the Colorado Energy Plan (CEP) Portfolio, which includes the early retirement of Comanche units 1 and 2, consistent with Rule 3617(c), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities.  The Commission found the CEP Portfolio represents a cost-effective resource plan for Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) that meets the Company’s need for additional electric resources resulting from its forecasted peak demands and energy sales as well as from the early retirement of two coal-fired generation plants
3. In Decision No. C18-0762 in this proceeding, the Commission approved the Accelerated Depreciation/RESA Reduction Application (AD/RR Application), filed by Public Service. The Commission determined that, in light of its approval of the CEP in Proceeding No. 16A-0396E, it was reasonable to approve the Company’s request to modify the depreciation schedules for Comanche units 1 and 2; to establish a regulatory asset to account for the costs of the accelerated depreciation; and to allow Public Service to reduce the Renewable Energy Standard Adjustment on customers’ bills from 2 percent to 1 percent.  

4. Pursuant to § 40-6-114, C.R.S., and Rule 1506, of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, the Joint RRR Applicants request the Commission deny the AD/RR Application in this proceeding, given their concurrent request for RRR to the Phase II Decision in Proceeding No. 16A-0396E.  

5. Joint RRR Applicants explain that approval of the AD/RR Application is contingent on the Commission’s decision in Proceeding No. 16A-0396E. Because Joint RRR Applicants argue the Commission should approve the Joint RRR Application filed in Proceeding No. 16A-0396E, they claim the AD/RR Application should be denied as moot.  

6. Through Decision No. C18-0953, issued October 29, 2018, in Proceeding No. 16A-0396E, the Commission denied Joint RRR Applicants’ request for RRR in that proceeding and upheld the Phase II Decision. We therefore deny the Joint Applicants’ RRR request in this proceeding that relies solely on the Commission overturning its Phase II Decision. 
II. Order
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration to Decision No. C18-0762 filed by the Intermountain Rural Electric Association and the Coalition of Ratepayer on October 1, 2018, is denied.
2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
