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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On December 3, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed a Motion for Approval of Alternative Form of Notice (Motion) to apply to Advice Letter No. 1785-Electric, which proposes new Distribution Extension Policy tariffs take effect on May 1, 2019.
 Public Service states the new Distribution Extension Policy is intended to provide administrative efficiencies, increased transparency, and improved customer satisfaction, and includes new methodologies for determining customer cost responsibilities and appropriate Company investment in the distribution system infrastructure.

2. By its Motion, Public Service seeks authorization under § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., to use the following alternative forms of notice:


(a)
filing with the Commission, and keeping open for inspection, Advice Letter No. 1785-Electric; 


(b)
publishing a legal notice in the Denver Post on December 9th and December 16th, 2018;


(c)
maintaining the new tariff sheets for examination at the Company’s main office, and posting a copy of the filing on the Company’s website; and 



(d)
serving electronically all parties to Proceeding No. 18M-0082EG.

3. The Company states good cause exists for the proposed alternative form of notice. The Company explains that, in addition to filing the new Distribution Extension Policy with the Commission and keeping it open for public inspection, the proposed alternative form of notice will provide the required information regarding the new Distribution Extension Policy tariffs to the general public through publication of a legal notice in The Denver Post, and electronic notice to all interested stakeholders in Proceeding No. 18M-0082EG. 

4. Pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., and Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1207(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, a utility may request to provide alternative form of notice of an advice letter filing proposing tariff amendments. We find the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service is reasonable with respect to the Company’s stakeholders and its general body of electric ratepayers. We therefore find good cause to grant the alternative form of notice as requested by Public Service.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Approval of Alternative Form of Notice, filed on December 3, 2018, by Public Service Company of Colorado, requesting approval of an alternative form of notice to apply to Advice Letter No. 1785-Electric, is granted.
