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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for a Waiver/Variance of Common/Contract Carrier Rules (Petition) filed on January 11, 2019 by Colorado Mobile Music Inc.
 (Petitioner).
2. Petitioner requests a waiver from Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.  The rule requires that luxury limousine carriers shall not use vehicles older than ten model years as of July 1 of each year.

3. The vehicle for which a waiver is requested is a 2008 Nabi Bus, 
VIN No. 1N93623458A140296 (Vehicle).  The waiver is requested from January 9, 2019 and continuing through January 20, 2023.

4. Petitioner states the Vehicle currently has 53,459 miles on the odometer.

5. Petitioner submitted ten photographs of the interior and exterior of the Vehicle.  These photographs indicate that its interior has been significantly modified to conform to luxury limousine seating standards.  

6. The Vehicle appears to have a seating capacity of 16 or more (including the driver) and a gross vehicle weight of 33,000 pounds.  In accordance with Code of Federal Regulations (C.F.R.) § 382.107, the Vehicle is considered a Commercial Motor Vehicle for purposes of vehicle parts and accessories necessary for safe operation.

7. Pursuant to Rule 1003 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, the Commission may grant waivers or variances from tariffs, Commission rules, and substantive requirements contained in Commission decisions and orders for good cause.  In making a determination, the Commission may take into account, but is not limited to, considerations of hardship, equity, or more effective implementation of overall policy on an individual basis.
8. The Commission seeks to ensure that the modifications to the Vehicle made by the Petitioner have not caused the Vehicle to be out of compliance with safety requirements as established by C.F.R. § 393, as applicable to a Commercial Motor Vehicle.  Therefore, before rending a decision on the Petition, the Commission requests that the Petitioner file evidence that the Vehicle has passed a Level 1 bus inspection by a certified inspector after all of the modifications to the Vehicle were completed.   The Petitioner may contact the Investigations and Compliance Staff of the Commission to schedule this inspection.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Colorado Mobile Music Inc. (Petitioner) shall submit a filing in this Proceeding demonstrating evidence that the vehicle subject to the petition filed on January 11, 2019 has obtained and passed a Level 1 bus inspection by a certified bus inspector, consistent with the discussion above.

2. Petitioner shall submit this filing within ten days of the mailed date of this Decision.
3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
