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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) filed by the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) on April 23, 2019 and amended on May 10, 2019 (Amended Motion) requesting an additional 
two-week extension of time to provide the Regional Transportation District (RTD) with the updated U.S. DOT National Inventory Forms showing the crossing as closed to be filed in this proceeding. 

2. As grounds, BNSF states in the Motion that RTD informed BNSF that the Riverside Cemetery crossing has been abolished as a public crossing.  However, BNSF has not had a chance to confirm internally through its engineering department that the crossing is abolished.  BNSF also states that as the operating railroad at the crossing, BNSF must update the U.S. DOT National Inventory form once the crossing is abolished and that RTD has asked BNSF to provide the updated forms to RTD to file by April 25, 2019.

3. On April 25, 2019, RTD filed a Notice of Completion of Work to Abolish Crossing (Temporary Phase) stating that all work necessary to abolish the former public crossing that is the subject of this proceeding in the abolishment’s Temporary Phase is complete. 

4. In the Amended Motion, BNSF states that it conferred with counsel for RTD via telephone correspondence regarding the Amended Motion requesting an additional two weeks of time and that RTD does not oppose the relief.

5. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time filed by the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) on April 23, 2019 and amended on May 10, 2019 requesting an additional two-week extension of time to provide the Regional Transportation District (RTD) with the updated U.S. DOT National Inventory Forms showing the crossing as closed to be filed in this proceeding is granted.

2. BNSF is granted an additional two weeks of time up to and including June 5, 2019 to provide to RTD the updated U.S. DOT National Inventory Forms showing the crossing as closed for RTD to file in this proceeding.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.
