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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Third Request for Extension of Time in which to File Copy of Signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement Prior to Starting Construction (Motion) filed by the Town of Milliken (Milliken) on May 31, 2019, requesting until August 30, 2019 to file the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement in this matter.

2. As grounds, Milliken states that the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) presented Milliken with three agreements for the crossings on May 7, 2019.  Milliken required time to review each of the documents and time to research and understand budgetary implications of the agreements and responded to UPRR with comments and requested revisions on May 24, 2019.  UPRR has responded to the comments and revised the agreements as requested on May 30, 2019.  The final unsigned agreements are attached to the Motion.

3. Milliken states that UPRR has informed Milliken that it will take 10 to 14 days for UPRR to execute the agreements after it has received two signed copies and payment from Milliken.  Milliken must work with its finance department to issue checks for payment to UPRR and anticipates being able to issue checks with the signed agreements within the next week.  With the required timelines to get the necessary work and signatures completed, Milliken requests an extension to August 30, 2019 to get the signed agreements filed with the Commission.

4. No responses were filed to the Motion.
5. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Town of Milliken’s (Milliken) Third Request for Extension of Time in which to File Copy of Signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement Prior to Starting Construction filed by Milliken on May 31, 2019, requesting until August 30, 2019 to file the signed agreement in this matter is granted.

2. Milliken shall be required to file a copy of the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement with the Commission by August 30, 2019 prior to the start of any construction work at the crossings.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions in this matter as necessary.
