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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 24, 2021, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed a Notice Regarding Availability for Technical Conference (Notice), informing the Commission that the Company is available to participate in a technical conference to discuss the modeling included in its Verified Application for Approval of its 2021 Electric Resource Plan and Clean Energy Plan (Application). 

2. This Decision schedules a technical conference with Public Service for June 18, 2021, to discuss the filings Public Service has submitted thus far in the Proceeding.   
B. Discussion

3. At the Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting (CWM) on May 19, 2021, the Commission discussed several procedural matters regarding Public Service’s Application. Among other things, the Commission addressed interventions, set response time for various motions, and scheduled a Joint Prehearing Conference for June 23, 2021.

4. During the CWM, the Commission also discussed topics that might be appropriate for Supplemental Direct Testimony. In particular, the Commission expressed interest in topics such as the impact of vehicle-to-grid integration; virtual power plants; modelling an extreme, widespread weather event in the summer of 2030; modelling solar-plus-storage as a single, 
co-located, quasi-dispatchable resource; the possibility of interregional transmission such as a 1,500 MW tie running to the Southwest Power Pool east of Colorado and another 1,500 MW tie running to the west of Colorado; and the impacts of a scenario in which the system peak shifts 
60 to 90 minutes earlier or later in the day. The Commission also noted that, prior to ordering any Supplemental Direct Testimony, the Commission intends to allow Public Service to respond.

5. In its Notice, Public Service states that “[i]f helpful to productively and efficiently advance the Commission’s review of information submitted in the Phase I process in this proceeding, the Company can participate in a technical conference with appropriate personnel to address the modeling performed for and included as part of its [Application].”
 The Company further notes that it can be prepared to “present its modeling, including the relevant inputs and assumptions, and discuss the modeling with the Commission.”

6. We find that holding a technical conference with Public Service will likely help the Commission and parties going forward in the Proceeding and provide efficiencies, including clarifications that may be useful to determine whether it is necessary to direct Public Service to file Supplemental Direct Testimony.

7. Accordingly, a remote technical conference is scheduled for June 18, 2021. The remote technical conference will be held using the web-hosted video conferencing service Zoom. To minimize the potential that the video conference may be disrupted by non-participants, the link and meeting ID or access code will be provided to Public Service by e-mail before the technical conference, and the Company is prohibited from distributing that information to anyone not participating in the technical conference.
