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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, Conclusions
1. On June 22, 2021, Southeast Colorado Power Association (SECPA) filed a motion requesting the Commission stay Decision No. C21-0368, issued June 21, 2021, pending SECPA’s filing, and the Commission’s resolution, of SECPA’s planned Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration of Decision No. C21-0368.  With its motion to stay, SECPA requests the Commission shorten response time to the motion to stay so the Commission take up the motion to stay sooner and provide needed direction to the affected parties.

2. SECPA represents that it conferred with counsel for the Utilities Board of the City of Lamar, the complainant in this Proceeding, and it opposes the stay but does not oppose the request for shortened response time.  

3. We find good cause to grant the unopposed request for shortened response time.  Responses to SECPA’s motion to stay must be filed no later than 12:00 p.m. on Monday, 
June 28, 2021.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
4. The request of Southeast Colorado Power Association (SECPA) to shorten response time to its motion to stay Decision No. C21-0368, issued June 21, 2021, is granted, consistent with the discussion above.
5. Responses to SECPA’s motion to stay must be filed no later than 12:00 p.m. on Monday, June 28, 2021.
