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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On July 29, 2021, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed this Amended Motion for Approval of Alternative Form of Notice (Motion).  The Motion seeks approval of alternative forms of public notice for Advice Letter 
No. 1857-Electric, which commences the Company’s phase 1 electric rate case.
2. Public Service filed a prior motion for approval of alternative forms of notice in this proceeding on July 2, 2021.  We denied that motion because, among other things, the notice it proposed discussed contingent procedures for this proceeding which would have been unclear to the general public.  
3. In this Motion, Public Service moves pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(E), C.R.S., to provide alternative forms of notice for the revisions to its tariff. In addition to posting the legal notice on its website and keeping the filing open for public inspection as mandated by 
§ 40-3-104(1)(c)(I), C.R.S., Public Service is seeking Commission approval to use the following alternative forms of notice:

· Posting a legal notice (included with the Motion as part of Attachment A) in the legal classified section of The Denver Post on a weekday for two consecutive weeks; 
· Providing a customer bill onsert to Public Service’s electric customers with all mailed and e-billed customer bills, which are expected to be emailed or e-billed, as applicable, during a regular billing cycle over the course of approximately five weeks; and

· Providing an email to all electric customers for whom the Company has an email address and who have elected to receive email notifications from the Company (also included as part of Attachment A).

4. The Company indicates that it conferred with the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Commission Trial Staff about the relief requested in its Motion.  The OCC does not oppose the relief.  Trial Staff opposes the relief, and takes the position that the Company’s proposed customer email should include information on bill impacts and total revenue increase in the email itself, rather than just a link to that information.
5. Public Service maintains good cause exists for the Commission to approve the alternative forms of notice. The Company represents that the alternative forms of notice listed above will provide the general public, stakeholders, and electric customers with necessary information about the changes the Company has proposed, and will do so in a timely manner.  It will also be less expensive than the forms of notice provided for by statute. 

6. Pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(E), C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1207(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, a utility may request to provide an alternative form of notice of proposed tariff changes.  We find that the alternative forms of notice Public Service proposes in its Motion will provide sufficient notice to interested parties and the public and will do so efficiently—with one exception.  We agree with Trial Staff that the email the Company sends to its electric customers should include information about the rate increase.  Therefore, we require the Company’s customer email to note that the proposed rate incase equates to a 12.83 percent increase on average residential bills.  With that lone modification, we will grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Approval of Alternative Form of Notice filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on July 29, 2021 is granted.
