The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by <<<Applicant name>>> on <<<date>>> is deemed complete.

They shall not be filed in this application proceeding.  
5. The advice letter and <<<tariff pages or supplement>>> shall be filed within ten days of the effective date of this Order.  The advice letter and <<<tariff pages or supplement>>> shall be filed by noon of the last business day prior to the effective date.
6. The <<<tariff pages or supplement>>> shall remain in effect <<<for a maximum period of 90 days or until xxx>>>.
7. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.
