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I. STATEMENT

1. A more detailed procedural schedule is included in Decision Nos. R18-0676-I. R18-678-I,
 R18-0731-I, and R18-0732-I.
  The procedural facts relevant to this Decision are included below.  

2. On August 22, 2018, the Parties (Complainant Public Utilities Commission and Respondent Lyft, Inc.) filed a Joint Motion for Procedural Schedule and Request for Scheduling Conference (Joint Motions) in Proceeding Nos. 18G-0250TNC and 18G-0272TNC in which they requested that a prehearing conference be scheduled in November 2018 with an eye toward scheduling the hearing in February 2019.  The Parties also raised the possibility in the Joint Motions of consolidating this proceeding with other CPAN proceedings involving Lyft that are pending before the Commission, which the Parties stated could be discussed at the proposed prehearing conference.  
3. Based on the foregoing, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) scheduled a prehearing conference for November 1, 2018 at 11:00 a.m. in Decisions 
Nos. R18-0731-I and R18-0732-I.  The ALJ also adopted the procedural schedule proposed by the Parties in the Joint Motions.   

4. At 11:00 a.m. on November 1, 2018, the ALJ held the prehearing conference at which the Parties made a joint oral motion for these two proceedings to be consolidated.  The ALJ and the Parties also discussed potential dispositive motions and a hearing date.  

A. Consolidation

5. Commission Rule 1402 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure provides that “[e]ither on its own motion or on the motion of a party, the Commission may consolidate proceedings where the issues are substantially similar and the rights of the Parties will not be prejudiced.”
  Whether to grant consolidation is within the Commission’s discretion.  As noted above, the Parties agree that Proceeding Nos. 18G-0250TNC and 18G-0272TNC should be consolidated.  

6. The ALJ finds that in both proceedings the Parties are identical and the issues are substantially similar.  The ALJ further finds that the rights of the Parties will not be prejudiced 
by consolidation.  For these reasons, and because consolidation will serve administrative efficiency by conserving the resources of the Commission and the Parties, the undersigned 
ALJ finds good cause to grant the Parties’ joint oral motion to consolidate Proceeding 
Nos. 17G-0250TNC and 17G-0272TNC.  Proceeding No. 17G-0250TNC will be the primary proceeding.  

B. Hearing Date and Dispositive Motion Deadline 

7. The hearing in this matter shall be scheduled for February 6 and 7, 2019.   

8. The deadline to file dispositive motions is November 30, 2018.  Response briefs in opposition to any such dispositive motion must be filed by December 21, 2018.  Reply briefs in support of any dispositive motion must be filed by January 4, 2019.  Otherwise, prehearing motions, and responses thereto, must be filed by the deadline established in Decision 
Nos. R18-0731-I and R18-0732-I.  

C. Additional Advisements  

9. All exhibits shall be identified by sequential numbers (e.g., Exhibit 1, Exhibit 2, and Exhibit 3).  The exhibits shall include the following information: exhibit number, proceeding number, name of the witness who will testify to the exhibit’s foundation, and the date of the hearing.  The Parties shall work together to ensure that there are no gaps in the numbering of the exhibits.   

10. Each party shall bring to the hearing an original and three copies of each exhibit it intends to introduce at the hearing.  The filing of an exhibit with the Commission does not, by itself, admit an exhibit into the evidentiary record of the hearing.

11. If any exhibit is longer than two pages, the party offering the exhibit shall sequentially number each page of the exhibit. 

12. The Parties are on notice that:  (a) any witness, other than the Respondent, may be prohibited from testifying, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on the list of witnesses filed and served as required herein; (b) failure to provide an accurate description of the anticipated testimony of a witness may also result in an order prohibiting such witness from testifying; and (c) any exhibit may not be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served as required herein.  

13. The Parties are reminded that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  The ALJ expects the Parties to be familiar with and to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (http://www.dora.colorado.gov/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission. 

14. The Parties are advised and are on notice that a document is filed with the Commission when the Commission receives the document.  Thus, if a document is placed in the mail on the date on which the document is to be filed, the document is not filed with the Commission in a timely manner. 

15. Any Party wishing to make an oral closing statement at the hearing may do so immediately following the close of the evidence (i.e., after presentation of the evidence near the end of the hearing).  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Proceeding Nos. 18G-0250TNC and 18G-0272TNC are consolidated.  Proceeding No. 18G-0250TNC is the primary proceeding.
