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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 1, 2018, the Joint Unopposed Motion of the City of Boulder (Boulder) and Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) to Modify Interim Decision R19-0075-I, to Toll Proceeding for Two Weeks, and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) was filed.

2. By Interim Decision No. R19-0075-I issued January 18, 2019, a procedural schedule was established to govern the referred matters and a hearing was scheduled.

In the Motion, Boulder and Public Service report negotiations regarding a number of disputed matters and request a stay of the proceedings for two weeks.  Boulder and Public
