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I. STATEMENT  

1. On July 30, 2019, Jazmin Sanchez filed a Complaint against Towing Operations, LLC, doing business as Wyatt’s Towing (Respondent).  That filing commenced this proceeding. 
2. On August 1, 2019, an evidentiary hearing was scheduled for October 15, 2019.

3. On August 7, 2019, this matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).

4. On August 12, 2016, the Respondent filed its Response to the Complaint. 

5. At the hearing, the parties shall bring an original and four copies of each exhibit they intend to introduce at the hearing. Copying services will not be provided on the day of the hearing.

6. Exhibits will be exchanged prior to the hearing. The parties will be given up to one hour to examine exhibits prior to the start of the hearing. 

7. If any exhibit is longer than two pages, the party offering the exhibit shall sequentially number each page of the exhibit. 

8. Parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website and in hard copy from the Commission.  

9. The parties shall be allowed to make an opening and/or a closing statement if they desire.

10. If a party is unable to appear for the scheduled hearing they are required to notify the ALJ and the opposing party and request that the hearing be rescheduled.

11. Failure to appear and be prepared for the hearing may result in a granting or dismissal of the Complaint
