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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R15-1314 (Recommended Decision) filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) on December 21, 2015.  No responses were filed to the exceptions.  Being fully advised in the mater and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the exceptions filed by RTD.

B. RTD Exceptions and Discussion

2. RTD takes exception to the Recommended Decision’s discussion of RTD’s withdrawal of its intervention in this matter.  RTD states in its exceptions that its statement in the filed State of Non-Opposition that “RTD withdraws its formerly filed opposition, and does not oppose or contest the application as amended.  RTD’s intent was to withdraw its opposition to the application (only), but not its intervention and status as a party in this docket.” (emphasis in original) RTD states that it has legitimate reasons for its desire to remain a party in this action in the event that there are any further proceedings in this proceeding.  RTD requests that reference to dismissal of its intervention be removed from the caption and section I.9 and that references to withdrawal of intervention be replaced by withdrawal of opposition in Recommended Decision Sections I.7, I.9, and III.2. 

We have read through RTD’s Statement of Non-Opposition and agree that RTD intended to only withdraw its initial opposition to this matter, not withdraw its intervention in this matter.  We will grant RTD’s withdrawal of its opposition in this proceeding and grant RTD’s intervention in this matter.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R15-0713 filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) are granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. The intervention of RTD is granted.

3. The withdrawal of opposition by RTD in this matter is granted.

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

5. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.

6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
