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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On February 26, 2016, Ace Express Coaches, LLC (Ace Express), filed an application for authority to file 1st Revised Page 12 to Time Schedule No. 2
 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Ace Express, under Certificate No 47967, may provide scheduled service between points in the Denver metro area, on the one hand, and points in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado on the other hand.

3. Ace Express, in 1st Revised Page 12 to Time Schedule No. 2, proposes to cancel the existing scheduled service stop at 1420 West Oak Street in Lakewood and replace it with a stop at 10705 West Colfax Avenue in Lakewood.  The proposed stop at 10705 West Colfax Avenue is one block north of the existing stop at 1420 West Oak Street.    Ace Express proposes to provide 11 one-way trips per day from 10705 West Colfax Avenue to the casinos in Black Hawk and Central City and 12 one-way trips per day from the casinos in Black Hawk and Central City to 10750 West Colfax Avenue.
4. In support of the proposed changes, Ace Express states:

[Ace], the owner and operator of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47967, applies herewith to alter a portion of its existing schedule of operations on less than statutory notice to take account of a short-notice termination by Ace’s lessor, at 14th and Oak Streets in Lakewood, Colorado, of its pickup and drop-off facility at that address, and the substitution of a new but nearby pickup and drop-off location at 10750 West Colfax Avenue in Lakewood, Colorado.

* * *

The reason for Ace’s having to leave its existing 14th Avenue site is occasioned by an accelerated construction schedule at the West 14th and Oak Street location of an apartment building originally scheduled to begin construction at a later date.  It has been Ace’s observation that substantial additional multi-unit residential construction has become a feature of previously vacant Denver-area real estate that is now ripe for multiple tenant and other residential construction.  While this is reflective of continued improvement in the local economy, it creates problems such as the one Ace now brings to the Commission’s attention in this LSN application.

5. As a common carrier, Ace Express is required by Rule 6207(h) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 to file revised tariffs and time schedules on 30 days’ notice.  However, Rule 6207(j) 4 CCR 723-6, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff (or time schedule) on less-than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

6. In consideration of the support provided with this application, the Commission finds that Ace Express has shown good cause to file 1st Revised Page 12 to Time Schedule No. 2 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed on February 26, 2016, by Ace Express Coaches, LLC (Ace Express) is deemed complete.

2. The Application of Ace Express to allow it to publish 1st Revised Page 12 to Time Schedule No. 2 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

3. Ace Express is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission, an advice letter and the 1st Revised Page 12 to Time Schedule No. 2.  The 1st Revised Page 12 to Time Schedule No. 2 is attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Decision.
4. The advice letter and 1st Revised Page 12 to Time Schedule No. 2 shall be filed within ten days of the effective date of this Decision.  The advice letter and the 1st Revised Page 12 to Time Schedule No. 2 shall be filed no later than the last business day prior to the proposed effective date.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.

6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
