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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Request for Extension of Compliance Time filed by SIS Non-Medical Transportation (Applicant) on April 20, 2016. 

2. On June 27, 2014, Applicant filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on June 30, 2014.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in the proceeding was filed.  The proceeding was uncontested; and thus, it was determined without a hearing.
4. Commission Decision No. C14-0992 (Decision) issued August 15, 2014, granted the Application, and gave Applicant until October 14, 2014, 60 days from the effective date of the Decision, to complete the compliance filing requirements of Ordering Paragraph No. 4 of the Decision.

5. Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision states “For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within 60 days of the effective date of this Decision.” 

6. On October 10, 2014, Applicant filed a Request for Extension of compliance time, requesting 60 additional days. That request was granted by Commission Decision No. C14-1293 on October 28, 2014. By the terms of Commission Decision No. C14-1293, Applicant had until December 15, 2014 to either file the compliance items or request additional time. 

7. On December 12, 2014, Applicant filed a second Request for Extension of Time to File Compliance Items, requesting an additional six months. That request was granted by Commission Decision No. C15-0001 on January 2, 2015. By the terms of Commission Decision No. C15-0001, Applicant had until May 15, 2015 to either file the compliance items or request additional time. 

8. Applicant did not file the compliance items or request additional time by May 15, 2015.  Hence, the proceeding was closed.  

9. On April 20, 2016, Applicant filed a third Request for Extension of Time to File Compliance Items.  In support of the request, Applicant states she has a sick child and that she needed to focus on her son and was too busy to start the business.  She states that she now wants to start the business process.    

10. Considering that the application was granted more than 20 months ago, the Commission concludes that good cause does not exist to extend the time for compliance a third time.  Applicant is not prohibited from filing a new application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of SIS Non-Medical Transportation filed on April 20, 2016 that the Commission grant additional time for it to complete the requirements set forth in Decision No. C14-0992 is denied. 

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
