I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request filed on July 8, 2016 by the San Luis and Rio Grande Railroad (SLRG) for approval of an alternative manner of giving notice to public utilities and adjacent property owners.

2. The proposed form of customer notice requests that SLRG be allowed to publish notice of the Application with a list of the subject crossings in The Valley Courier.  Notice would still be sent from the Commission to the affected counties and cities affected by the Application.

3. SLRG states that it would be burdensome to gather adjacent property owner information for each of the 82 crossings given the nature of the proposed crossing modifications and requests a waiver of the requirements of gathering such information.

B. Findings of Fact

4. SLRG’s proposed alternative customer notice for utilities and adjacent property owners is sufficient given the nature of action being proposed in the Application and the number of notices that would have to be mailed to meet the requirements of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-7-7204(c)(XVI) of the Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation by Rail, and Rail Crossings.  We will require SLRG to publish notice in The Valley Courier as it is the obligation of the utility to identify for notice all utilities and adjacent property owners.  The required notice is attached to this Decision as Attachment A.

5. We will waive Rule 7204(c)(XVI) and notice requirements for utility and adjacent property.  However, we will require that official Commission notice be provided to each municipality, county, and state roadway authority affected by this Application.

6. We find good cause exists to approve the alternative manner of notice.  SLRG shall takes the steps necessary to have the notice attached to this Decision published in the next edition of The Valley Courier.  SLRG shall file an affidavit of publication in this proceeding no later than 30 days following publication.

7. On our own motion, we waive Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1206(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, which requires the Commission Director to issue and mail a notice of the filing within 15 days of the filing of the Application.  For this proceeding, the notice mailing deadline is July 22, 2016.  We will require that notice be mailed in this proceeding on July 22, 2016.  Mailing notice on this date, in conjunction with the requirement that SLRG place notice in The Valley Courier by no later than July 22, 2016 will ensure that all parties properly receive 30 days’ notice of the filing of this Application.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request by the San Luis and Rio Grande Railroad for an Alternative Form of Notice is granted consistent with the above discussion.

2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
