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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Permission to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) on June 27, 2016, requesting to amend its application to add construction of protective barriers along the roadway bridge over the tracks and installation of an arc flash shield and aerial static wire at the bridge structure of Pecos Street.

2. No responses were filed to the Motion.

3. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion.
B. Findings of Fact

4. RTD seeks authority to amend the previously approved application to add a protective barrier along the roadway bridge and an arc flash screen with aerial static wire for the overhead catenary system to the bridge structure of Pecos Street over the commuter rail tracks and the BNSF Railway Company freight tracks.  The reason for the proposed additions is to enhance the safety of the crossing at the structure.  The protective screening will protect pedestrians using the bridge structure over the commuter rail tracks, and the arc flash screen and aerial static wire will protect the bridge structure from any arc flashes.  

5. RTD states that the proposed changes included in the Motion have already been constructed prior to the filing of the Motion and RTD apologizes for it. 

6. We have reviewed the proposed changes and analyzed the effects on the safety of the Pecos Street grade separated crossing.  The proposed changes will improve public safety at the crossing.  

C. Conclusions

7. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

8. Based on the Findings of Fact, the Motion is granted.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Permission to Amend Application filed by the Regional Transportation District on June 27, 2016 requesting to amend its application to add construction of protective barriers along the roadway bridge over the tracks and installation of an arc flash shield and aerial static wire at the bridge structure of Pecos Street is granted.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
