I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On July 29, 2016, the Ratepayers Coalition (Ratepayers) filed a Motion for Extension of Time (Motion), requesting a two-day extension, until July, 29, 2016 to file its Answer Testimony.  Ratepayers states that a principal point of contact had a family emergency which prevented it from timely filing its Answer Testimony, and requests a two-day extension.

2. Ratepayers states that it conferred with Commission Staff, which takes no position on this Motion. Ratepayers also conferred with Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) which expresses the position that any ruling on this matter should not otherwise affect the scheduling of this proceeding.
3. On July 29, 2016, Public Service and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) each filed Responses.  In its response Public Service clarifies its position that it does not have sufficient information regarding the grounds for the extension to support, oppose, or take no position on this request. OCC states that it and five other intervenors do not oppose the Motion.  These intervenors include Rocky Mountain Environmental Labor Coalition and the Colorado Building and Construction Trades Council; Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel; Colorado Energy Consumers; Southwest Generation Operating Company, LLC; and Sustainable Power Group, Inc.

4. We grant the Ratepayers Motion to late-file its answer testimony, and waive response time.  The Commission has discretion in whether to allow late-filed testimony, and Ratepayers provides adequate justification. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Witness Testimony, filed on July 29, 2016 by the Ratepayers Coalition is granted.  
2. Response time is waived.
