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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On July 29, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed a Motion to Close Proceeding (Motion).

2. Pursuant to Decision No. R14-0694 issued in Proceeding No. 13M-0915G on June 25, 2014, Public Service filed its Pipeline System Integrity Adjustment (PSIA) annual report for 2015 on April 19, 2016.  

3. On April 26, 2016, the Commission issued a notice stating that any person desiring to request a hearing on the 2015 PSIA report must file the request within 30 days.
4. No person requested a hearing on the 2015 PSIA report. 
5. In the Motion, Public Service requests that the Commission enter a decision closing this Proceeding because there were no hearing requests filed in this matter and because the Company has complied with the provisions of Decision No. R14-0694.

6. We find good cause to grant the Motion.  No person requested a hearing on the 2015 PSIA report, and we are not aware of any specific aspects of the implementation of the PSIA 2015 that warrants further investigation of PSIA projects and their costs in a prudency review.    

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Close Proceeding filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on July 29, 2016 is granted.  
2. This Proceeding is closed. 
3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.
