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TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, OR CORPORATIONS:

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On July 27, 2016, Adams County E911 Authority (Authority) filed an 
application for an emergency telephone surcharge increase pursuant to § 29-11-102(2)(b), C.R.S. (Application).
2. On August 30, 2016, the Authority filed a Motion to Supplement the Application (Motion).
3. Specifically, in its Motion, the Authority seeks authorization to: (a) to permit the Authority to supplement its Application with additional information pursuant to Rule 1309(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 
723-1; (b) shorten the intervention period required by Rule 1206(d) to 14 days after the Commission republishes notice consistent with Rules 1309(a) and 1206(a); (c) to confirm that the Authority is not required to republish notice in the newspaper pursuant to Rules 2002(d) or 2147(b) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 CCR 723-2; and (d) waive the response time to this Motion.

4. The Authority attached the supplemental documentation as Exhibit A to the Motion. The documentation is a projected personnel costs breakdown for Adams County Communications Center. Covering a portion of the costs associated with personnel at the Adams County Communications Center is the primary purpose of the Application for a surcharge increase.
5. The notice period for the Application ended on August 26, 2016.
6. No parties intervened in this Proceeding.
7. We find that the request to supplement the record of this Proceeding is reasonable and in the public interest. 
8. Because the notice period of the Application has expired, a new notice period is required. We find that the request to reduce the new notice period and to waive the response time for the Motion is reasonable and in the public interest, given that no party filed for intervention during the initial notice period and that the supplemental information is offered in support of the Application rather than to modify the Authority’s original request.
9. Finally, since the information being added to the record of this Proceeding do not change the facts of the original notice published by the Authority in their newspaper of record, an additional newspaper notice is unnecessary.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The relief sought by the Motion to Supplement the Application of the Adams County Emergency E911 Telephone Service Authority (Motion) is granted consistent with the above discussion.

2. The supplemental documentation attached to the Proceeding as Exhibit A shall be accepted into the record of the Proceeding.

3. The new notice period for this Proceeding shall be 14 days from the effective date of this Decision.

4. Any requirement for newspaper publication of the notice of the Motion that may otherwise be required is hereby waived.

5. The response time for the Motion is hereby waived.

6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
