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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On August 2, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed the Application seeking a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for the implementation of three components of its Advanced Grid Intelligence and Security initiative to implement an advanced electric distribution grid.  Specifically, the Company is asking for Commission authorization to install Advanced Metering Infrastructure, Integrated Volt-VAr Optimization programs, and associated components of an advanced communications network (known as the Field Area Network or FAN).  The Company states that it filed the Application pursuant to § 40-5-101, C.R.S., and Rules 3002 and 3102 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3, and Rule 1301 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

2. On September 12, 2016, we set the Application for hearing and established the parties in this Proceeding.
 
3. This Decision grants the Motion to Appear Pro Hac Vice on Behalf of the Mission:data Coalition, Inc. (Mission:data) filed by James C. Hawley.  We also direct Public Service to confer with the parties to develop and to file a proposed procedural schedule for this matter no later than September 30, 2016.  We further extend the time for a final decision pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

B. James C. Hawley’s Motion to Appear Pro Hac Vice on Behalf of Mission:data
4. An attorney who is not licensed to practice law in Colorado (out-of-state attorney) must be granted permission to appear pro hac vice in this Proceeding.  Rule 4 CCR 
723-1-1201(a)
 governs the admission of out-of-state attorneys.  Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a) requires compliance with Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure (Colo.R.Civ.P.) 205.4.  Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.4 incorporates the requirements of Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.3.  

5. As pertinent here, Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.3(2)(a) details what an out-of-state attorney must do to be permitted to appear pro hac vice and includes these requirements:  

(i)
File a verified motion with the [administrative agency] requesting permission to appear;  

(ii)
Designate an associate attorney who is admitted and licensed to practice law in Colorado;  

(iii)
File a copy of the verified motion with the Clerk of the Supreme Court Office of Attorney Registration at the same time the verified motion is filed with the [administrative agency];  

(iv)
Pay the required fee to the Clerk of the Supreme Court collected by the Office of Attorney Registration; and  

(v)
Obtain permission from the [administrative agency] for such appearance.  

6. On September 1, 2016, James C Hawley filed a Motion to Appear Pro Hac Vice on Behalf of Mission:data.  

7. On September 2, 2016, the Commission received from the Attorney Registration Office of the Supreme Court of Colorado a notice that informed the Commission that Mr. Hawley has been assigned a pro hac vice registration number for this Proceeding.  The notice states that the final decision with respect to Mr. Hawley’s admission pro hac vice in this Proceeding lies with the Commission.

8. Mr. Hawley meets the requirements of Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure 205.4.  We grant Mr. Hawley’s request to appear pro hac vice as an attorney in this matter on behalf of Mission:data.  

C. Time for Commission Decision.  

9. On September 12, 2016, the Commission deemed the Application complete.

10. When it filed the Application, Public Service filed its direct testimony and exhibits in support of the Application.  Absent an Order enlarging the time for Commission decision, § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., provides that the Commission decision in this matter should issue within 120 days of the date on which the Application is deemed complete.  

11. We find that additional time for Commission decision is required in this matter.  Accordingly and pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., we extend the time for Commission decision in this matter an additional 90 days.  Absent a further enlargement of time by the Commission or Public Service’s waiver of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., a Commission decision on the Application should issue on or before April 10, 2017.   

D. Procedural Schedule

12. It is necessary to schedule hearing dates and to establish a procedural schedule.  To accomplish this, we direct Public Service to confer with the parties for the purpose of developing a proposed procedural schedule including all filing deadlines, hearing dates, and provisions for discovery.

13. Public Service shall file a consensus proposal for a procedural schedule no later than September 30, 2016. In the event that no consensus is reached, the Company shall file its proposed procedural schedule no later than September 30, 2016, and we may determine by separate decision to schedule a prehearing conference for the purpose of establishing the procedural schedule, to allow for responses to the Company’s proposed procedural schedule in lieu of a prehearing conference, or to schedule the evidentiary hearing and establish the procedural schedule without further input from the parties.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., the time for Commission decision in this matter is extended to and including April 10, 2017.  
2. Not later than September 30, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado shall file a proposed procedural schedule, consistent with the discussion above.  

3. Consistent with the discussion above, the Motion to Appear Pro Hac Vice on Behalf of Mission:data filed by James C. Hawley on September 1, 2016, is granted.  

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
