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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for Waiver/Variance of Common/Contract Carrier Rules filed on September 12, 2016 by Springs Cab, LLC.

2. The petition regards a waiver from the age of motor vehicle rules for a 2007 Ford Crown Victoria.  However, the petition was not signed by an official company representative of Springs Cab, LLC.  Also, the petition does not request a waiver of the correct rule; and, the petition does not include the total mileage on the vehicle.

3. Commission Staff sent a letter to Springs Cab, LLC on September 19, 2016 informing it of these deficiencies with the petition and requesting that the petition be amended.  Staff also informed Springs Cab, LLC that “the petition will not be noticed to the public until these problems have been corrected.”
  Springs Cab, LLC has not amended the petition.

4. Pursuant to Rule 1206(c)(I), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, we did not provide notice of this petition because of the above mentioned deficiencies.  This petition must be noticed to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., before a final Commission decision on the merits may be rendered.  Therefore, we dismiss the petition without prejudice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition of Springs Cab, LLC filed on September 12, 2016, is dismissed without prejudice.  
2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
