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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a petition filed on October 19, 2016 by Freedom Cabs Inc. (Freedom Cabs).
2. Freedom Cabs requests a waiver of Rule 6255(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 (Age of 
Motor Vehicles).  The vehicle for which a waiver is requested is a 2005 Toyota Prius,
 
VIN No. JTDKB20U953068157.  The waiver is requested from October 19, 2016 through October 19, 2017.
3. The Commission noticed this petition to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on October 31, 2016.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

5. Rule 6255(b), 4 CCR 723-6, states that the maximum age of motor vehicles for taxicab carriers operating within or between the Counties of Arapahoe, Adams, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, and Jefferson shall be eight model years.  Freedom Cabs, pursuant to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 53638, may provide taxi service between all points (except those points in Weld County, Gilpin County and Clear Creek County, State of Colorado) within a 30-mile radius of 16th Street and Champa Street in Denver, Colorado.  Therefore, Freedom Cabs is subject to the age requirement named in Rule 6255(b), 4 CCR 723-6.

6. Mr. Haile M. G. Michael, the president of Freedom Cabs, submitted the following statement as support for the waiver: 

Freedom is not requesting that this vehicle be allowed to be placed in regular daily revenue service.  It is a company owned vehicle and has been used carefully only when, for example, one of its owner-driver’s vehicles needs collision or other repairs, or is otherwise unavailable for regular revenue service when withdrawn temporarily from service by its owner-driver.

7. In accordance with Rule 1003 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 
723-1, the Commission may grant waivers or variances from tariffs, Commission rules, and substantive requirements contained in Commission decisions and orders for good cause.  In making a determination, the Commission may take into account, but is not limited to, considerations of hardship, equity, or more effective implementation of overall policy on an individual basis.
8. The vehicle named in this petition has been granted two previous waivers 
of Rule 6255(b). In Decision No. C14-0930, issued August 4, 2014 in Proceeding 
No. 14V-0597CP, the petition was granted, in part, from the Mailed Date of the Decision 
through July 1, 2015.  In Decision No. C15-0837, issued August 11, 2016 in Proceeding 
No. 15V-0469CP, the petition was granted, in part, from the mailed date of the Decision through June 30, 2016.  The Petitioner has had ample opportunity to replace this vehicle.

9. The vehicle named in this petition is 12 model years old and has been driven over 176,000 miles.  Therefore, in consideration of the information submitted with this petition, the Commission finds that good cause has not been shown to grant a waiver of Rule 6255(b) for the 2005 Toyota Prius named in this petition.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition of Freedom Cabs, Inc. filed on October 19, 2016, for a waiver of Rule 6255(b) for a 2005 Toyota Prius, VIN No. JTDKB20U953068157, is denied.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
