I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This Decision schedules a public comment hearing in this matter for February 28, 2017 beginning at 4:00 p.m. 

B. Discussion

2. On August 2, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado (Company) filed an Application seeking a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for the implementation of three components of its Advanced Grid Intelligence and Security (AGIS) initiative to implement an advanced electric distribution grid.  Specifically, the Company is asking for Commission authorization to install Advanced Metering Infrastructure, Integrated Volt-VAr Optimization programs, and associated components of an advanced communications network (known as the Field Area Network or FAN).  The Company states that it filed the Application pursuant to 
§ 40-5-101, C.R.S., and Rules 3002 and 3102 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 
4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3, and Rule 1301 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

3. Given the important potential consumer impacts of the AGIS initiative, we find it useful to conduct a public comment hearing. The public comment hearing shall take place on February 28, 2017 and will be held at the Commission’s offices.  The hearing will begin at 4:00 p.m. and will continue until concluded (but in no event later than 6:00 p.m.). 

4. Individuals who wish to make a comment will sign up and will be heard in the order in which they sign up to speak. The length of time allotted to each speaker will depend on the number of persons who wish to speak.

5. The public comment hearing will be transcribed.

6. Parties to this Proceeding shall have their concerns raised during the evidentiary hearings.  The public comment hearings are intended for those affected members of the public who are not parties to the Proceeding.  Therefore, all parties will be precluded from making statements at a public comment hearing. 

7. To the extent the public wishes to provide comment later in the Proceeding, written comments will be accepted.

8.
