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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) of Decision No. R17-0198, issued March 15, 2017 (Decision), filed by San Juan Sentry, LLC, doing business as Cortez Cab (Cortez Cab) on April 14, 2017.  Through this Decision, we deny the RRR and instead revise the Decision pursuant to § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., such that Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55823 is not revoked.  

B.
Background, Findings, and Conclusions

2. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-107, C.R.S., and Rule 6007 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6, every motor carrier must keep and maintain evidence of financial responsibility in such sum, for such protection, and in such form as the Commission deems necessary to adequately safeguard the public interest. 
3. Through the Decision, CPCNs held by multiple carriers, including without limitation CPCN PUC No. 55823 held by Cortez Cab, were revoked for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility pursuant to § 40-10.1-107, C.R.S., and Rule 6007, 4 CCR 723-6. No exceptions to the Decision were filed, and the Decision became a decision of the Commission on April 4, 2017, pursuant to § 40-6-114, C.R.S. 
4. On April 14, 2017, Cortez Cab filed a letter notifying the Commission of an error made by Kiely Hines and Associates in not properly filing the Colorado Form E for Cortez Cab. The letter states that insurance coverage has remained in place with no lapse in coverage.  The letter states that “[n]o service has ever been provided without the appropriate insurance.” 
5. In addition, Cortez Cab states that it was made aware via telephone of previous mailings to the proper address, including the Decision.  Cortez Cab states that “[d]ue to reasons unknown” no mailings, including the Decision, were received.  Cortez Cab requests that the Commission reinstate CPCN PUC No. 55823.  On May 1, 2017, the Commission received confirmation of insurance coverage for Cortez Cab, confirming that there was no lapse in coverage.  
6. Section 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., provides that after a decision of the Commission is issued, a party may within 20 days, file an application for RRR.  Because the letter was filed within the 20-day time period, we construe the filing made by Cortez Cab on April 14, 2017, as an application for RRR filed pursuant to § 40-6-114, C.R.S.  
7. However, we find it appropriate to amend the Decision on the Commission’s own motion pursuant to § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S. Under that provision, the Commission may, at any time, upon notice to the affected utility, rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Based on that provision, we find that Cortez Cab has shown revocation of CPCN PUC No. 55823 for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility is unwarranted in these circumstances.  We therefore revise the Decision and remove CPCN PUC No. 55823 held by Cortez Cab from the revoked authorities and permits.   
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by San Juan Sentry, LLC, doing business as Cortez Cab (Cortez Cab) on April 14, 2017, is construed as an Application for Rehearing Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) of Commission Decision No. R17-0198. 

2. Cortez Cab’s RRR is denied consistent with the discussion above. 
3. Pursuant to § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., the Commission, upon its own motion amends Decision No. R17-0198 to remove Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity 
PUC No. 55823 held by Cortez Cab from the list of revoked authorities and permits. 
4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision. 
5. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
