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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a Motion for Leave to Withdraw Application and for Waiver of Response Time (“Motion”), filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (“CNG” or “Company”) on June 2, 2017.  
2. Pursuant to Commission Rules 4752(b) and 4758 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, CNG filed on April 3, 2017 an application (“Application”) with the Commission seeking approval of Tariff Sheets implementing a new demand side management cost adjustment (“DSMCA”) to be effective July 1, 2017, commencing Proceeding No. 17A-0211G.  No interventions were filed by the May 5, 2017 deadline for interventions.
3. As a result of discussions with Commission Staff (“Staff”) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) regarding the Application, the Company decided to revise its original DSMCA filing. Instead of filing an amended application, CNG filed Advice Letter No. 85 on May 25, 2017 into Proceeding No. 17AL-0331G seeking approval of tariff sheets implementing a new DSMCA effective July 1, 2017. 
4. Attached to Advice Letter No. 85 is the proposed tariff sheet, as well as Exhibits 1-5 which set forth the calculations and workpapers that support the proposed changes to the DSMCA. Appendix A of the Advice Letter contains a narrative describing the process by which the Advice Letter was developed.
5. Pursuant to Commission Rule 1309, CNG filed on June 2, 2017 a request for leave to withdraw its Application in Proceeding No. 17A-0211G so as to avoid having two different forms of relief in front of the Commission for consideration of cost recovery of its DSM program.  Further, the relief requested in in the Application in Proceeding No. 17A-0211G no longer accurately reflects the relief now desired by CNG.  Therefore CNG requests leave to withdraw that proceeding from further consideration by the Commission.
6. CNG also requests that the Commission waive response time to this motion since no parties have intervened in the Application, leaving the Application unopposed.  

7. We find good cause to grant the motion.

8. Rule 4757(g) allows utilities to file a request to adjust gas DSMCA factors either through an application or an advice letter and tariffs.  Advice Letter No. 85 into Proceeding No. 17AL-0331G suffices for this purpose.  The Application in this proceeding is no longer necessary.  Therefore, we close this proceeding.    

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Motion for Leave to Withdraw Application and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. on June 2, 2017 is granted.
2. Proceeding No. 17A-0211G is now closed.
3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.
