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I. statement

1. On August 17, 2015, Frontier Transportation, doing business as, Red Rocks Cab Company (Applicant) filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle (Application).

2. On August 24, 2015, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers in call-and-demand taxi service:

(I)
between all points in the County of El Paso, State of Colorado; and 

(II)
from all points in the County of El Paso, State of Colorado, to all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Chaffee, Clear Creek, Crowley, Custer, Denver, Douglas, Elbert, Fremont, Gilpin, Huerfano, Jefferson, Lincoln, Otero, Park, Pueblo, and Teller, State of Colorado.
3. The intervenors in this proceeding are: Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC; Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Co. and/or Roadrunner Express and Dashabout Town Taxi, LLC; and, Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC, doing business as, Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (YCCS). 

4. On September 30, 2015, the Commission, at its regular weekly meeting, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

5. By Interim Decision No. R15-1220-I, issued November 18, 2015, a procedural schedule was adopted, which, among other things, scheduled an evidentiary hearing for January 21 and 22, 2016.  

6. By Interim Decision No. R15-1300-I, issued December 8, 2015, YCCS’s Motion for Applicant to Obtain Legal Counsel was granted.  Applicant had until December 18, 2015 to obtain legal counsel and have such legal counsel file an Entry of Appearance in this proceeding.  Applicant was on notice that failure to obtain legal counsel may result in dismissal 
of the Application.  That deadline was extended to December 28, 2015 by Interim Decision 
No. R15-1340-I, issued on December 22, 2015.

7. On December 29, 2015, Applicant filed a Motion to Withdraw Application (Motion).  According to the Motion, Applicant wishes to withdraw its Application at this time.  The Motion further indicates that Applicant intends to file a new application at a future date.

8. Good cause is found to grant the requested relief.  Applicant’s Motion will be granted and the Application will be dismissed without prejudice, meaning that Applicant is free to file a new application at a later date.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion of Frontier Transportation, Inc., doing business as Red Rocks Cab Company to Withdraw Application is granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. The Application of Frontier Transportation, Inc., doing business as Red Rocks Cab Company is dismissed without prejudice.

3. This proceeding is now closed.

4. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.

5. As provided by §40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a)
If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the Recommended Decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of §40-6-114, C.R.S.

b)
If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in §40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

6. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
