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I. statement
1. On January 21, 2016, Verizon Communications (Verizon) filed a Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice of Jesús G. Román as Attorney (Motion).  According to the Motion, Mr. Roman moves for admission pro hac vice and requests permission to appear as counsel for Verizon in this matter.  The Motion is filed in accordance with Rules 205.3 and 205.4 of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure.  The Motion is unopposed.

2. On January 27, 2016, the Commission received notice from the Supreme Court of Colorado, Attorney Registration Office that Mr. Jesús G. Román paid the filing fee required by Rule 205.3(1)(iii) and (iv) on January 27, 2016.  In addition, a disciplinary history obtained by the office of Attorney Regulation revealed no adverse information.  Therefore, Mr. Jesús G. Román was assigned Pro Hac Vice number 11PHV2886.

3. Legal counsel not licensed to practice law in Colorado (out-of-state attorneys) must be granted permission to appear pro hac vice in this Proceeding.  Counsel seeking to appear pro hac vice must comply with Rule 205.5.  Rule 205.5 incorporates by reference Rule 205.3.  

4. As pertinent here, Rule 205.3(2)(a) details the requirements an out-of-state attorney must fulfill to be permitted to appear pro hac vice and includes five requirements.  Rule 205.3(2)(b) specifies the content of a motion for leave to appear pro hac vice.  

5. The final decision with respect to Mr. Román’s admission pro hac vice lies with the Commission.  The Motion and the requirements of Rule 205.3 have been reviewed and it is found that Mr. Román has complied with Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1201(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure and Rule 205.5.  The Motion states good cause and is unopposed, and no Party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The Motion will be granted and Mr. Román will be permitted to appear pro hac vice to represent Verizon in this Proceeding.  

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice of Jesús G. Román as Attorney for Verizon Communications filed on January 21, 2016 is granted.

2. Mr. Jesús G. Román is permitted to appear pro hac vice to represent Verizon Communications in this Proceeding.

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
