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I. STATEMENT  
1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in a previously-issued Interim Decision.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On December 21, 2015, Union Taxi Cooperative (Union or Petitioner) filed a Petition for waiver of Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6-6255(a)(III) through 6255(a)(VII).
  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

3. On January 21, 2016, Union filed a Supplement to Fifth Petition for Waiver of Common Carrier Rules.  That filing amended the waiver sought in this Proceeding.
  Unless the context indicates otherwise, reference in this Interim Decision to the Petition is to the December 21, 2015 filing as amended on January 21, 2016.  

4. On December 28, 2015, the Commission issued its Notice of Petition Filed (Notice) in this Proceeding (Notice at 6); established the intervention period; and established 
a procedural schedule.  On January 25, 2016, Decision No. R16-0059-I vacated the procedural schedule.  
5. On January 13, 2016, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. The ALJ permitted the following to intervene:  (a) Colorado Cab Company, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); and (b) MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi (Metro Taxi).  

7. Colorado Cab and Metro Taxi, collectively, are the Intervenors; each individually is an Intervenor.  Petitioner and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in this Proceeding.  

8. On February 9, 2016, Intervenors filed a Notice of Substitution of Counsel, Change of Contact Information, and Withdrawal of Counsel (February 9 Notice).
  The February 9 Notice states:  (a) Mark T. Valentine, Esquire, and Dufford and Brown, P.C., withdraw as counsel for Metro Taxi; (b) The Garles Law Firm, LLC, and Cesilie J. Garles, Esquire, enter their appearance as counsel for Metro Taxi; (c) Cesilie J. Garles, Esquire, withdraws as counsel for Colorado Cab; and (d) Mark T. Valentine, Esquire, and Dufford and Brown, P.C., continue as counsel for Colorado Cab.  Given the consent of each Intervenor to the change of counsel and given the lack of prejudice to any Party, the change will be effective immediately.  The Parties will reflect the changes on their certificates of service.  

9. Counsel are advised and are on notice that each counsel registered with the Commission’s E-Filings System is responsible for changing information in that system concerning each counsel.  This includes, for example, information that identifies a filer registered with the system, the filer’s e-mail address and contact information, and the Party on whose behalf the filer is authorized to make a filing.  The Commission will acknowledge the change of counsel but will not make filer-related changes in the E-Filings System.  

10. On February 9, 2016, Petitioner filed a Proposed Procedural Schedule.  
In that filing, Petitioner represents:  (a) Petitioner anticipates that events will occur before the end of February 2016 that may render this Proceeding moot; and (b) Petitioner will keep the ALJ informed with respect to the developments.  As a result, and if necessary, the ALJ will address the hearing dates and procedural schedule in a subsequent Interim Decision.  

11. On February 12, 2016, Colorado Cab filed an Unopposed Motion for Withdrawal of Intervention (Motion).  

12. As the Motion is unopposed, the ALJ finds that no party will be prejudiced if response time to the Motion is waived.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

13. As good cause for granting the Motion, Colorado Cab states that Union’s representations in the January 21, 2016 filing and the shortened period for which a waiver is sought together allay the concerns that led Colorado Cab to intervene.  The ALJ finds that 
the Motion states good cause.  In addition, the ALJ finds that granting the Motion will not prejudice any Party.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will dismiss Colorado Cab as a Party in this Proceeding.  
14. With the withdrawal of Colorado Cab, Metro Taxi is the Intervenor.  Petitioner and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in this Proceeding.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion for Withdrawal of Intervention filed on February 12, 2016 by Colorado Cab Company, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab, is granted.  

2. Colorado Cab Company, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab, is dismissed as a Party in this Proceeding.  

3. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Withdrawal of Intervention filed on February 12, 2016 by Colorado Cab Company, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab, is waived.  

4. The change of legal counsel contained in the Notice of Substitution of Counsel, Change of Contact Information, and Withdrawal of Counsel filed on February 9, 2016 is acknowledged and is effective.  

5. Response time to the Notice of Substitution of Counsel, Change of Contact Information, and Withdrawal of Counsel filed on February 9, 2016 is waived.  

6. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

7. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
