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I. STATEMENT  

1. On November 24, 2015, Leon James (Complainant) filed a Complaint against Klaus Towing (Respondent).  That filing commenced this proceeding. 
2. On November 30, 2015, the Commission issued an Order to Satisfy or Answer to Klaus Towing at the mailing address provided by the Respondent in its application to become a towing carrier.
 Included with the Order to Satisfy or Answer was a copy of the Formal Complaint Form and the letter detailing the complaint against Klaus Towing. Klaus Towing was ordered to Satisfy or Answer the Complaint by December 21, 2015.

3. On November 30, 2015, a hearing was set in this matter for February 22, 2016.

4. On December 9, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ). 
5. Because the Order to Satisfy or Answer and the Complaint was not served upon the Respondent’s designated agent, a full copy of the Commission’s Order to Satisfy or Answer (i.e., including the Complaint) was re-noticed and the evidentiary hearing vacated.

6. On January 22, 2016, the Respondent filed its Answer to the Complaint.

7. On February 9. 2016, a prehearing conference was held to establish a procedural schedule. This Decision memorializes the agreements made at the prehearing conference.

8. The parties have agreed upon the following procedural schedule:

Complainant's Witness List
March 4, 2016
Respondent’s Witness List
March 18, 2016

Last day to supplement witness list 
March 28, 2016
Evidentiary Hearing on Complaint
March 31, 2016

9. Witness lists shall include a brief description of the witnesses’ anticipated testimony and the witnesses’ last known address and telephone number.  

10. All exhibits shall be identified by sequential numbers (e.g., Exhibit 1, Exhibit 2, and Exhibit 3).  The exhibits shall include the following information:  exhibit number, proceeding number, name of the witness who will testify to the exhibit’s foundation, and the date of the hearing.  The parties may utilize the Commission’s exhibit stamp to include this information on the exhibits; the parties are advised that they must have all their exhibits stamped prior to the time the hearing is scheduled to begin. 

11. At the hearing, the parties shall bring an original and three copies of each exhibit they intend to introduce at the hearing. The filing of an exhibit with the Commission does not, by itself, admit an exhibit into the record of the proceeding. Copying services will not be provided on the day of the hearing.

12. Exhibits will be exchanged prior to the hearing. The parties will be given up to one hour to examine exhibits prior to the start of the hearing. 

13. If any exhibit is longer than two pages, the party offering the exhibit shall sequentially number each page of the exhibit. 

14. The parties are on notice that no witness, other than the Complainants shall be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served as required herein. The parties are on notice that failure to provide a description of the witnesses’ testimony may also result in an order prohibiting such witness from testifying. 

15. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website and in hard copy from the Commission.  

16. Any party wishing to make an oral closing statement may do so immediately following the close of the evidences
