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I. STATEMENT  
1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this matter.  The procedural history is repeated here to place this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On October 15, 2015, Green Taxi Corporation (Green Taxi or Applicant) filed 
an Application for Permanent Authority (October 15 Filing).  That filing commenced 
this Proceeding.  

3. On October 19, 2015, the Commission issued its Notice of Application 
Filed (Notice) in this Proceeding (Notice at 5); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  On December 8, 2015, Decision No. R15-1303-I vacated that procedural schedule.  
4. The following intervened as of right:  Colorado Cab Company, doing business 
as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); Colorado Springs Transportation LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (CS Transportation); Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Shamrock Taxi); and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi (Metro Taxi).  

5. Colorado Cab, CS Transportation, Shamrock Taxi, and Metro Taxi, collectively, are the Intervenors; each individually is an Intervenor.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in 
this Proceeding.  

6. On November 25, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  On December 17, 2015, Decision No. R15-1335-I acknowledged Applicant’s waiver of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., in this Proceeding.  

7. On November 25, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

A. Scope of Authority Sought.   

8. In the Notice at 5, the Commission issued public notice that, in this Proceeding, Green Taxi seeks:  

authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of  

passengers in scheduled service, call-and-demand taxi service, call-and-demand shuttle service, and call-and-demand sightseeing service  

between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  

9. On November 3, 2015, Green Taxi filed an Amendment to the Application.  In that filing, Green Taxi sought authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire identical to the authority stated in the Notice at 5.  

10. On that same day, Green Taxi filed another Amendment to the Application.  In that filing, Green Taxi sought authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows:  

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of  

passengers in taxi service  

between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  

11. Neither filing made on November 3, 2015 references the other filing.  To clarify the scope of the authority sought in this Proceeding, the ALJ ordered Green Taxi to file a statement that sets out the authority sought in the Application.  Decision No. R16-0099-I
 at ¶ 16 and Ordering Paragraph No. 1.  

12. On February 16, 2016, Green Taxi filed a Statement Concerning Decision No. R16-0099-I (Statement).  In that filing, Green Taxi states that it seeks authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows:  

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of  

passengers in taxi service  

between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  

13. This is an amendment to the scope of authority sought in the October 15 Filing.  

14. Although provided the opportunity to do so (Decision No. R16-0099-I at ¶ 17 and Ordering Paragraph No. 2), no Intervenor filed a response to the Statement.  

15. To be acceptable, an amendment to the authority sought must be restrictive in nature; must be clear and understandable; and must be administratively enforceable.  The authority granted by a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN), including any restrictions, must be unambiguous and must be contained within the CPCN.  The CPCN must be worded so that a person will know, from reading the CPCN and without having to resort to any other document, the exact extent of the authority and of each restriction.  Clarity is essential because the scope of a CPCN must be found within the four corners of the authority, which is the touchstone by which one determines whether a carrier’s operations are within the scope of its Commission-granted authority.  

16. The amendment to the October 15 Filing contained in the Statement meets the standards stated above.  If the October 15 Filing as amended by the Statement is granted, the resulting CPCN will meet the standards stated above.  
17. The ALJ finds that approving the amendment to the October 15 Filing will not prejudice any Party.  

18. Based on the foregoing, the ALJ finds that the amendment contained in the Statement should be approved.  Consequently, the ALJ will accept the amendment to the October 15 Filing contained in the Statement and will amend the authority sought by Applicant in this Proceeding.  

19. Unless the context indicates otherwise, reference in this Interim Decision to the Application is to the October 15 Filing as amended by the Statement.  

B. Assertion of Confidentiality.  

20. On January 27, 2016, Green Taxi filed a Supplement to Summary of Witness Testimony and Exhibits Submitted by Applicant.  As pertinent here, copies of letters of public support for the Application were appended to that filing.  Green Taxi submitted those letters of public support as confidential and filed them under seal with the Commission.  

21. In Decision No. R16-0099-I, the ALJ directed Applicant to explain the basis for the claim of confidentiality.  

22. In the Statement at 1, “Applicant withdraws its statement of confidentiality regarding the support statements filed in this matter on January 15, 2016.”  

23. In view of Applicant’s withdrawal of the claim of confidentiality, no portion of the filing made on January 15, 2016 is confidential.  The ALJ will order the Commission’s Administrative Staff to unseal the documents and to place them in the publicly-available file of this Proceeding.  The Parties will treat the information as not confidential.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Consistent with the discussion above, the scope of the authority sought by Applicant Green Taxi Corporation is amended.  

2. In this Proceeding, Applicant Green Taxi Corporation seeks authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows:  

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of  

passengers in taxi service  

between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  

3. Consistent with the discussion above, the documents filed under seal on January 15, 2016 by Applicant Green Taxi Corporation do not contain confidential information.  

4. Administrative Staff of the Commission immediately shall unseal the documents filed under seal on January 15, 2016 by Applicant Green Taxi Corporation and shall place 
the documents in the Commission file in this Proceeding so that the documents are available to the public.  

5. The Parties shall not treat the documents filed under seal on January 15, 2016 by Applicant Green Taxi Corporation as confidential.  

6. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

7. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
