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I. STATEMENT

1. On 
August 5, 2015, Green Taxi Cooperative filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held September 23, 2015
.

2. By minute entry during the Commission’s weekly meeting on September 23, 2015, the application was deemed complete and referred to an administrative law judge for resolution.  

3. To date, Applicant has not chosen to waive the time limit for decision in 
§ 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.
4. Although a procedural schedule was adopted with the intent to permit a timely decision, the undersigned is concerned that extraordinary circumstances present may dictate further extension of the applicable statutory period.  The Recommended Decision to be issued by the undersigned is near completion, but not yet complete.  The undersigned finds it substantially likely that exceptions will be taken to the Recommended Decision in light of the evidence presented to date being applied in a case of first impression following implementation of House Bill 15-1316.  After permitting time for filing of exceptions and responses, it is then anticipated that the Commission would be left with insufficient time to consider the same.  In order to ensure the Commission has a full opportunity to complete the decision, deliberate and rule in the matter, additional time may be necessary.  

5. The statutory period of time for issuance of a Commission decision in this matter is currently set to expire on April 20, 2016.  Unless Applicant chooses to waive the applicable statutory period, consideration of a further extension of the statutory period will be considered.  A hearing will be scheduled to consider whether extraordinary conditions exist to further extend the time limit for decision pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  The undersigned has conferred with all counsel. All parties confirming availability and raising no objection, the conference will be conducted as ordered below.
