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I. STATEMENT  
1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in the Interim Decisions previously issued in this matter.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On August 5, 2015, Union Taxi Cooperative, doing business as Union Taxi (Applicant), filed an Application for Permanent Authority to Extend Current Operations Under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55776.  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

3. On August 6, 2015, Applicant filed an amendment to the filing made on August 5, 2015.  On August 13, 2015, Applicant supplemented the filing made on August 5, 2015.  Unless the context indicates otherwise, reference in this Interim Decision to the Application is to the August 5, 2015 filing as amended on August 6, 2015 and supplemented on August 13, 2015.  

4. On September 23, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
5. On September 23, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of that date.  On September 30, 2015, Applicant waived the applicability of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., in this Proceeding.  

6. The following timely intervened as of right:  Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); Colorado Springs Transportation LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Colorado Springs Transportation); and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi (Metro Taxi).  Each is a Party in this Proceeding, opposes the Application, and requests an evidentiary hearing.  

7. Colorado Cab, Colorado Springs Transportation, and Metro Taxi, collectively, are the Intervenors; each individually is an Intervenor.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel.
  

8. On September 30, 2015, Applicant requested the suspension of this Proceeding pending a further filing by the Applicant.  On October 2, 2016, by Decision No. R15-1083-I, the ALJ granted this request and suspended this Proceeding.  

Applicant has made no filing in this Proceeding in the almost four months since the Proceeding was suspended.
  As a result, it is unclear whether Applicant intends to proceed 

9. and, if it does intend to proceed, the date by which Applicant anticipates that it will file to reactivate this Proceeding.  

10. The ALJ will order Applicant to make, not later than March 11, 2016, a filing that:  (a) states whether Applicant intends to proceed in this case; and (b) if it intends to proceed, states the date by which Applicant will make a filing to reactivate this Proceeding.  

11. When the March 11, 2016 filing is made, the ALJ will issue an appropriate decision.  

12. Applicant is advised and is on notice that the ALJ will deem Applicant’s failure to make the March 11, 2016 filing as acknowledgement that Applicant does not intend to proceed in this case.  Consequently, if Applicant does not make the March 11, 2016 filing, the ALJ will dismiss this Proceeding.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. No later than March 11, 2016, Applicant Union Taxi Cooperative, doing business as Union Taxi (Applicant), shall make a filing that complies with ¶ 10.  

2. Consistent with the discussion above, if Applicant fails to make the filing required by Ordering Paragraph No. 1, the Administrative Law Judge will dismiss this Proceeding.  

3. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  
4. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
