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I. STATEMENT  
1. The procedural history is set out in Decisions previously issued in this Proceeding.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  
2. On June 4, 2010, the City of Fountain, Colorado (Fountain or Applicant) filed an application with respect to railroad crossings located in Fountain, El Paso County, State of Colorado.  That filing initiated this Proceeding.  
3. Fountain later amended the June 4, 2010 filing.  In addition, on February 25, 2013, Decision No. R13-0241 approved two stipulations filed in this Proceeding.  Reference in this Interim Decision to the Application is to the June 4, 2010 filing as amended and as clarified or modified by the approved stipulations.  
4. These entities intervened as of right or were granted permission to intervene:  BNSF Railway Company (BNSF); Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT); and Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR).  
5. BNSF, CDOT, and UPRR, collectively, are the Intervenors; each individually is an Intervenor.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in this Proceeding.  
6. On August 3, 2010, by Decision No. C10-0807, the Commission referred this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  
7. On February 25, 2013, by Decision No. R13-0241 and as pertinent here, the ALJ granted the Application subject to conditions.  That Decision became a Decision of the Commission by operation of law.  
8. As recounted in Decision No. C16-0047,
 the Parties filed a number of requests for extensions of time within which to comply with the conditions stated in Decision 
No. R13-0241.  The Commission granted each request.  
9. In Decision No. C16-0047, as pertinent here, the Commission:  (a) ordered the Parties to file, not later than March 31, 2016, “any necessary stipulation revisions and associated signed Construction and Maintenance Agreements and Interconnection Agreements” (Decision No. C16-0047 at ¶ 17); and (b) if the Parties are unable to file the required documents, referred this Proceeding to the ALJ “to conduct a status conference and for determination of how best to move this project to completion so that the identified safety issues can be mitigated in as timely a manner as possible” (id.).  

10. On March 30, 2016, the Parties filed (in one document) a Notice of Filing and Motion for Brief Extension of Deadline.  Four documents accompanied that filing.  

11. This Interim Decision addresses the Motion for Brief Extension of Deadline (Motion).  This Interim Decision does not address the four documents that accompanied the March 30, 2016 Notice of Filing.  

12. All Parties are signatories to the Motion.  The ALJ finds that waiving response time to the unopposed Motion will not prejudice any Party.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

13. The Parties jointly request a six-week extension of time to file a completed Grade Crossing Agreement between Applicant, BNSF, and CDOT (Grade Crossing Agreement).  The Motion states good cause, and no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  In addition, the requested extension of time is reasonable.  Finally, the Parties assure the Commission that six weeks is sufficient time for them to complete and to file the Grade Crossing Agreement.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will order the Parties to file, not later than May 13, 2016, the completed Grade Crossing Agreement.  

14. The Parties are advised and are on notice that, if they request an extension of time beyond May 13, 2016 to file the completed Grade Crossing Agreement, the ALJ will schedule a hearing in order to hear evidence before ruling on the request.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Brief Extension of Deadline is granted.  

2. Not later than May 13, 2016, the completed Grade Crossing Agreement described in ¶ 13 of this Interim Decision shall be filed.  

3. Response time to the Motion for Brief Extension of Deadline is waived.  

4. The Parties are held to the advisement in this Interim Decision.  

5. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
